         Step1. lead-in(Part2 on page 58)

        Ask several students to answer these two questions. 

       Step 3. Listening and skimming 

      Listen to the tape first then read the text quickly and try to find the 

      general statement of each paragraph. 

      (During this step, teacher should teach the students how to tell general 

      statement and from specific statement using the 1st para as model. 

      1st para: the first 2 para are specific statements while the last sentence 

      is general statement of the para. 

      2nd para: Cellphones can be used for many things. 

      3rd para: They are being used everywhere --sometimes where they shouldn’t. 

      4th para: Why are cellphones so popular, especially among teenagers? 

      5th para: No general statement. (main idea: Wang Mei explain why she like 

      her cellphone.)
