Life seems more rushed than ever, but you might be surprised to learn people have more leisure time than 40 years ago. In the past, most men worked 12 hours a day, six days a week. But today, working a 40-hour week, do people enjoy more leisure time?

No, at least we don’t feel it. It might because we waste half of all our leisure time watching television. A survey（调查） found that nearly three out of four adults would prefer to watch a movie at home than at the theater. A majority of the survey’s respondents said they were “just too busy” to go to the theater. So if you want more free time: turn it off.

The modern technology also changes the way of leisure. Technology makes it easier to get what we want. You had to go to the theatre to hear classical music before. Now with CDs or MP3,you can listen everywhere you like, but also without other audience to share your pleasure.

Work-related technology can also affect leisure time and enjoyment. You can feel that your time is never entirely your own. New surveys suggest technology kills the leisure time. For centuries, we have believed that new labor saving devices（设备） will give us more time to explore the arts or visit friends and family. But technology almost never does what we expect. Almost all of us have less leisure time than ever. Computers and communication technologies are destroying the idea of leisure.

According to a new study that reported the distinctions between home and the workplace, more and more of us go online from our offices to buy the things and perform the tasks we used to do when we got home. This isn’t what technology is supposed to be doing for us. But when new tools make life more difficult and stressful（有压力的） rather than easier and more meaningful, we are unconscious（无意识的） of it.

“Wanted by the FBI.” To the murderer, or the bank robber, these are the most frightening words in the world. When the criminal(罪犯) hears them, he knows that six thousand trained persons are after him.

Why should he be so afraid? There are hundreds of cities and thousands of villages where he can hide. There are large forests and deserts where he can lose himself. Besides, he’s usually rich with stolen money.

Money can make it easier to hide. With money, the criminal can pay a dishonest doctor to operate on his face and make him hard to recognize. Money can pay for a hideout(躲避) in some far-off place. But the criminal knows what happened to public enemies such as John Dillinger, Baby Face Nelson, and Machine Gun Kelly. They had plenty of money and good hideouts. Yet one by one they were found by the men of the FBI.

They know every trick the criminal knows and many more. If he makes just one mistake, they’ll get him. That’s why the man who is hunted can’t sleep. That’s why he become nervous, why he jumps at every sound. When he makes a mistake, he’ll no longer be “wanted by the FBI”. He’ll have been caught.

The FBI began on May 10,1924. Attorney General Harlan F. Stone chose J. Eegar Hoover, a young lawyer in the Department of Justice, to head the new agency(机构). “What we need is a wholly new kind of police force,” he said. “Criminals today are smart. They use stolen cars and even planes to make their gateways. They have learned to open any lock. The criminal would have discovered science. We can’t beat them with old methods. We have to train officers to work scientifically.”

J. Edgar Hoover quietly went ahead with his plans. He picked his men care- fully. They had to be between the ages of twenty-five and thirty- five. He wanted only men with good manners and good character. When working as his officers they would have to meet all kinds of people. Hoover wanted men who could handle a teacup as well as a gun. He chose men so carefully that he made the FBI the hardest service in the world to get into. The FBI cannot help in every police problem. It can look into only certain crimes against the government. Solving all other crimes is the duty of local police forces.

Frogs have very special skin. Besides keeping its insides (内脏) together, the skin of a frog is used for taking in water and breathing. Frogs do not drink the way we do —that is, they do not swallow water. Instead, they take in it through their skin. This not only keeps them properly wet, but also is a way to transport oxygen into their bodies. Therefore, a frog needs to make sure it stays nice and wet! If water is not available (可获得的), frogs will hide themselves in wet dirt. Frogs can also produce a mucus (黏液) over their skin to keep themselves wet.

Different types of frogs have different feet which are suited to their habitats and lifestyles. Some frogs have claw-like feet which are meant to help them dig. The legs of a frog are very strong and can help them to jump twenty times as far as their own length. That’s like us jumping about 100 feet! Have your kids jump like frogs and measure how far they can jump— this may help them appreciate the distance achieved by frogs when they jump.

Frogs have an interesting way of eating their food. They have long, sticky tongues that stick out suddenly, catch insects and then roll back into their mouths. Frogs actually have teeth. They are tiny and cone-shaped (圆锥形的) and their function is to hold the insect in place until it is swallowed. A frog’s teeth can be found in a row on the roof of the mouth. Finally, if you’ve ever watched a frog swallow, you will have noted that its eyes close and sink down into its head—these big eyeballs actually push the food from the frog’s mouth down into its throat.
