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Frank Lloyd Wright probably is the greatest architect that the United States has ever produced. He was very talented and had a natural ability to design buildings. His buildings were not only beautiful but they were also functional. They fit their purposes very well. Wright’s churches, for example, make people feel like thinking and praying. His office buildings make people enjoy working, and his houses make people feel comfortable at home. However, Frank Lloyd Wright’s beautiful, functional buildings are not the only reason why he is famous. There is another reason.
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Frank Lloyd Wright is called the greatest American architect because he started an American style in architecture. Most of the architecture in the United States before Wright was really European, not American. Wright’s buildings do not look like those in old European States and in other parts of the world.

The most important idea in Frank Lloyd Wright’s style of architecture is that a building must fit its purpose and the land around it. His houses are often called “grass-land houses” because their lines are similar to the lines on the grass-land. Both the lines and lines of Wright’s houses are parallel (平行) to the horizon, the place where the earth and sky seem to meet.

Blogs(博客) are the place where young people go to bare their souls, to vent (发泄), and even to gossip(造谣).

Many people enjoy the freedom in blogging. Some, however, find that putting one’s life online can have a price. Some students in America got suspensions(停学)because on their blogs they  posted threatening words to their teachers.

Recent surveys found that nearly a fifth of teens who have access to the Web have their own blogs. And 38% of teens say they read other people’s blogs. By comparison, about a tenth of adults have their own blogs and a quartet say they read other people’s online journals.

With the development of the Internet, more and more people will be interested in blogging. 

In another survey, 79% of teens agreed that people at their age aren’t careful enough when giving out information about themselves online. Besides, careless blogging can also influence blog viewers. When you are angry or frustrated(气馁), your blog is the first place you turn to. The words you post then may not be rational which you may regret later. To minimize the negative effect, change the permission setting and make such posts “private” so that only you can read them.

As long as you are careful of what you post, blogging is a great means of staying in touch with friends and showing one’s creative works.

IV. 任务型阅读（2*4，共8分）
Millions of people travel on New York City’s public transportation systems every day. On the way, many of them hear the sounds of New York’s underground music. The musicians belong to a group called “Music under New York,” but come from countries as far away as China and Chile. 

Valerie Zhmud is from Ukraine, where he was trained on the violin. Three days a week, he plays professionally at a restaurant, but sometimes he plays in Grand Central Station. He says he enjoys the crowd. “I love playing for people and making them feel good. They always say, ‘thank you, thank you’, so it’s really nice.”

The program started in 1985 as part of a wider project called “Arts for Transit”. Every year, a group of judges select musicians from hundreds of applicants (申请者). Last year, the judges chose 26 out of 200 applicants. Lydia Bradshaw, who works for the New York City Metropolitan Transit System, says that the music improves the atmosphere. “It’s to encourage the use of mass transportation and improve the environment for travelers,” says Bradshaw.

“Music under New York” also acts as a point of contact (联系) for the musicians, allowing people interested in them to get in touch with them and maybe even book them for shows. Jeremiah Lockwood started playing blues in the subway at a young age. Now he has a record deal. “It gives you a stage on which you can say anything you want to say. Also, you make an immediate connection with people. You have to attract the audience yourself,” he said. 

Catching their dollars may be harder, as busy New Yorkers often rush by. But for those who stop and listen, a great musical experience awaits. More than 100 musicians are now taking part in the program.
