例如：
He is sure to have seen the film. 他肯定看过这布电影。
He is said to have been to America. 据说他去过美国。
I am sorry to have brought you so much trouble. 我很抱歉给您带来这么多麻烦。

 honour  n. 光荣，荣幸； 荣誉，名誉
