
新人教版高一上Unit 5 The silver screen

Reading教案

Analysis of teaching material

Status and function

This unit talks about the topic of the silver screen, which is one of modern civlisations. Nowadays the silver screen has been one way of people’s entertainments and leisure， so it is very actually performed for us. At the same time, this kind of material just fits the need of new curriculm, and the reading part has provided lots of knowledge and information of foreign directors and films. That is, it is the main and most important part of this unit.
(2). The teaching part contains pre-reading, reading and post-reading 
a. In pre-reading part the information of Steven Spielberg’s earlier experience of making films is introduced briefly. First let students imagine: If they have a chance to make a film, what kind of film will they make? This kind of design is good for the students’ imagination, and also it is a good start to do next. However, maybe it is difficult for our students here to do so. Instead I will show some photos of famous directors and some pictures of films to the students, and get them to learn more information about some famous directors. It will inspire their enthusiasm for the films. When the photo of Steven Spielberg is shown, I will make students say something about Spielberg. Then I will introduce his earlier experience of making films, and then move to the next part (reading) naturally.
b. Reading part is a short biography of Steven Spielberg. His career and some famous works are talked in this part. By reading this part, students can learn something more about the famous director and his works, and also can help them understand the meaning of success.
c. There are five questions in the first part of post-reading. In order to improve the students’ reading comprehension and train their logic abilities, the students will discuss these questions in groups. The other part is a chart which talks about Spielberg’ several famous films. The main purpose of this part is to train the students’ writing a brief introduction for the films. So I will have the students finish this part in the reading part after they learn some Spielberg’s films from the text.
(3). The advantages of learning the silver screen culture are to broaden the students’ view of culture and develop their communicative competence. At the same time, through teaching of this part, the teachers also can strengthen our own culture learning and widen our own knowledge fields.

Teaching goals

Target language

a. Learn and grasp some new words and expressions about the silver screen: 

script ,actor , academy ,studio ,creature , outer , adult , follow-up , cruelty ,peace , industry , owe , happiness, silver screen, go wrong , in all, etc.
b. Learn and grasp other main words and expressions outside the silver screen field.

 graduate, attack, creature, owe sth. to sb. , take off, etc.
c. Learn and grasp some important sentence structures 

e.g.: This was a film in which Spielberg used real actors instead of toys.(P31)

This was the moment when Spielberg’s career really took off.(P31)

When asked about the secret of his success, Steven Spielberg said that he owes much of his success and happiness to his wife and children.(P32)

Ability goals

a. Language ability: Get the students to read the passage in different ways to get different information from the text. By doing this, the students will improve their reading comprehension.

b. Intellectual ability: Get the students to divide the whole passage into several parts after learning the main words and expressions. This will improve their understanding of whole passage.
(3). Moral goals: 

By learning the biography of Steven Spielberg, get the students to understand the meaning of success. Through the groups’ activities, the students will understand the importance of co-operation, helping and team wok.

Teaching key points and difficulties

(1). Learn new words and expressions about films; get students to analysis the structure of passage.

(2). Learn something about Steven Spielberg and his works; widen the students’ view of culture.

(3). Improve the students’ reading comprehension by different reading methods.

Analysis of learning situation

1. Teaching aids

The tape-recorder will be used for listening to the text, and the computer will be used to show the photos of directors, pictures of the films and some forms of the text. The production on video can relieve the students of some of anxiety they may feel when giving live performances, and it can also contain a great deal of information.
2. Teaching methods

The choice of teaching methods is the key point of success or failure. It is important to develop the students’ reading comprehension and skills in reading teaching. Therefore, the task-based approach will be my first choice for teaching. In my whole teaching activities students will always be the center of class. I will train their reading comprehension and skills, making full use of different teaching aids and video production,

3. Studying methods

(1). Students should learn to understand and express the pictures of films and some graphs of passage, which are all non-language factors. They also should make the most of resources of the silver screen to broaden their English studying methods and create more chances to learn English. The students also should learn to explore new studying methods from all kinds of fields.

(2). The teacher will arrange different tasks to the students in different teaching parts. The students will finish the different tasks in groups, so they will learn how to do team work. By doing this for a long time, they will form the habit of self-studying.

Teaching process design

   Step1 Greeting (2mins)

    It’s necessary to have a free talk with the students before our class. This step can help the teacher and students build up a good relationship so that we can have a class naturally and easily.

   Step2 Pre-reading (6mins)

1. Show some photos and pictures of famous directors to the students, and then give Task1 to the students: Let students discuss and guess “Who are they in these pictures?”
2. When shown the photo of Steven Spielberg, the students should try their best to say more information about him.

3. Then the teacher will introduce something about Steven Spielberg’ earlier life, and move to the next step naturally.

Step3 Reading (30mins)

1. Listening (4mins)

 Let students close their books, the teacher will play the tape for only one time. Give Task2 to the students: As they listen to the tape, they should try their best to write down something they heard.
2. Skimming (4mins)

3.  Give Task3 to students: I will tell students that when you pick up a passage, you don’t usually read every word, instead, you read through the title, move your eyes over the text quickly just in order to get the list the following years: 1946, 1958, 1959, 1962, 1975, 1982, 1993. Skimming is not careful reading, it enables readers to look efficiently for something that interests them, without spending too much time reading what it is unnecessary or uninteresting.
3. Scanning (8mins)
Give Task4 & Task5 to the students: After finishing the timetable of Steven Spielberg’ life, let’s go through the whole passage again carefully, then divide it into several parts and find out details about the five films, and then finish the chart on the screen. So in this activity I will design two charts for specific information.

4. Explanation (6mins)

Show some important sentences to students, and explain them, and then welcome the students to raise some questions about the text.

5. Retell (8mins)

Give Task6 to students: With the help of the structure of the text they will try to retell the text. If it is difficult for them to finish retelling, I will arrange this task for their homework which must be written down on their exercise books.

  Step4 Post-reading (6mins)
    Group work: ask the students to talk about the questions and then ask some of them to answer them. Maybe NO.1, 3 & 5 questions are more difficult for them, because it is not easy to find out the answers from the text directly. I will let them discuss these questions to improve their reading comprehensions. However, I will put the second exercise in the reading part.

Part4: Blackboard design

      I will divide the blackboard into two parts, one part will be used to write down something the students say and some questions they raise after finish reading. The other part will be used to write down some language points. This kind of design is easy to read, and also can save more time for students and the teacher. Most of teaching contents will be shown on the screen.
