The Olympic Games  

Teaching content: Text B (The Olympic Games)

Teaching aims: Training Ss’ reading comprehension, making Ss understand more about the Olympics, encouraging higher motions for the spirits, enjoying the Olympic spirit “higher, swifter and stronger”, loving motherland and studying hard 

Teaching emphases: All information for the Olympics

Teaching difficulties: Learning and expression 

Teaching method: Video watching, reading, speaking and singing.

Step 1 Music

   In order to improve the Ss’ interests and studying atmosphere at the very beginning, play the music hand-in-hand, which is the subject song in the opening ceremony in Fushan Olympics.

Step 2 Presentation

   Ask questions: Is the song beautiful? Can you sing this song? It is for the Olympics. Do you know sth about the Olympics? Now before the new lesson., I ‘d like to show you a film, watch and think about a question: what have you watched on the video? What is the film about? 

   Then ,discuss sth about Beijing has been successfully in bidding for the Olympics in 2008.

   And then, ask Ss: what day is today? 2008 is coming, which means that Beijing will hold the Olympics in two years, this is the first time that China has held the Olympics. In fact, the Olympics have had a very long history, as a Chinese, I think it is very necessary to learn some more information about the Olympics. Today, let us take out the papers and have a good look at them.

Step 3 Fast reading

   Give Ss about three minutes to look through the text as quickly as they can, try their best to divide the text into two parts and tell the main ideas:

   Part 1: (paragraph 1- 3 ):the ancient Olympics

   Part 2: (paragraph 4-6) :the modern Olympics

Step 4 Careful reading

   Do you think the ancient Olympics and the modern Olympics are the same? (such as the sports programs, numbers of the athletes and so on)? Now read paragraph 1-3 carefully but silently, think about the questions on the screen:

1. Where were the first ancient Olympics held? When? Why?

2. Did the ancient Olympics have many sports programs? What were they?

3. How about the wars during the Olympics?

4. Why did the old Olympics stop?

Then, using the same reading method for the second parts:

1. Who wished to renew the Olympics? Why?

2. When and where were the first modern Olympics held?

3. Have the Olympics been held every four years since 1896? If no, why not?

4. What do you think of the Olympic flame?

Step 5 Analysing 

  Read the whole text together, make true or false choices as quickly as they can:

1. The ancient Olympics and the modern ones are completely the same . ( F )

2. Both the first ancient Olympics and the first modern ones were held in Greece. (T )

3. The modern Olympics will be held every four years. (T )

4. Wars still went on during the games. (F )

5. The ancient Olympics had more sports programs than the modern games. (F )

6. The ancient Olympics only lasted for about four hundred years . (F )

Step 6 Retelling

  Retell the text with the screen’s help, some words are shown out already.

The ancient Greek Olympics didn’t have so many sports programs as the modern Olympics, but now, more and more nations and athletes took part in them. We are sure the Olympics will bring about us excellence of body , mind and spirit and the Olympic flame is the flame of peace.

Step 7 Outlook

After learning the text, I think everyone must get more about the Olympics. Then have a warmer discussion: As a Chinese, what should you do in order to welcome the coming Olympics in 2008?

附:课文            Unit 20 The Olympic Games

The first Olympic Games were held at Olympia, ancient Greece as early as 776 B.C.. The Olympic Games were held once every four years to honour the Greek god Zeus. Sportsmen from many nations took part in the games. The Greek Olympics did not have as many sports programmes as the modern Olympic Games. There were only a footrace , a short race, a race of about three miles and some other matches such as jumping , boxing, etc.

    During the games all wars stopped. Soldiers were allowed to pass safely through enemy lines on their way to the games.

    The last Greek Olympics were held in A.D.388.Then the Roman rulers banned the games.

    A Frenchman wished to renew the ideals of excellence of body, mind and spirit shown in the ancient Greek Olympics. He believed that the Olympic Games would bring about healthy competition among nations. So he decided to start the Olympic Games all over again. He succeeded. In 1896,the modern Olympic Games were held in Athens, Greece. Since then the Olympics have been growing steadily with more and more nations and athletes taking part. They have much more sports programmes than the Greek Olympics. Athletes of many nations complete in a variety of sports.

    The Olympics have been held once every four years. They are held in a different city of the world. But they were not held in 1916, 1940, 1944 because of the world wars.

   The Olympic flame burns throughout the Games. It is the flame of peace.
