Having finished her homework, Ma Li wants some music for relaxation. As usual, she starts her computer and goes to Baidu.com to download music files. But this time she is surprised when an announcement about protecting songs’ copyright appears on the screen. The age of free music and movie downloads may have come to an end as Web companies like Baidu are accused of pirating（盗窃） copyright. Lawsuits （诉讼） have been filed against four websites offering free downloads. In September 2005, a Beijing court ordered Baidu to pay the recording company Shanghai Push compensation （赔偿） for their losses. Baidu was also told to block the links to the pirated music on the websites. This caused a heated discussion on Interact file sharing. Ks5u
“Baidu’s defeat in the lawsuit shows it is hot fight to get copyrighted songs without paying.” Downloads may face lawsuits or fines,” said an official. Ks5u
Like many teens, Huang Ruoru, an 18-year-old girl from Puning in Guangdong Province, doesn’t think that getting music from websites is wrong. She always shares her favorite songs downloaded from Baidu with her friends. When told about the lawsuit, she began to feel a little guilty about getting others’ work without paying. Ks5u

Recently our classmates did a survey about the traffic accident to pupils and middle school students and its causes. The results are as follows. Ks5u
There is no denying that both drivers and students should bear responsibilities. On one hand, drivers can not concentrate their mind and make a phone call when driving. Some drivers even drive over the speed limit and ignore the passers-by’s existence. What’s worse, some drive after drinking, which is one of the main causes of the traffic accident. On the other hand, the students are lacking in safety consciousness. They often do something that disobey traffic rules, such as going to school. by motorcycle, riding on roadways/ lanes, walking across streets rather than taking underground tunnels, and reading and listening to music while walking.
