An American environmental activist, Huey Johnson, has won the United Nations Sasakawa Environment Prize this year. The 36 is worth 200,000 dollars. It is considered one of the most 37 environmental awards in the world.

Shanghai’s primary and secondary schools began to reduce class hours and introduce more exercise when the new term started on Monday, hoping that students would get more sleep and improve their health.

 Some schools in Shanghai’s Hongkou District axed(消减) a morning study session and put off the time that students are expected to arrive at school from 7:30 to 8:00.

In the Luwan District First Central Primary School, students are required to arrive no later than 8:30 and do at least 15 minutes of exercise before classes that begin at 8:45.

“Morning exercises, which give students a boost for the whole day, are most important.” Said Wu Rongjin, a teacher from the school.

Chinese schools are famous for their intense (紧张的) and long days which have led to a decline(下降) in the health of young students.

We’ve all met people that we instantly “like” and want to get to know more, or do business with for that matter. Most of the time these people are following a few basic rules that make their first impression a strong one.

Dress to impress. The key here is to dress modestly and appropriately for the gathering you will be attending. There is no need to wear the latest Brioni suit, but do make sure that your clothing is clean and fits well. If you look untidy, people will assume that you and your business are disordered as well.

Speak clearly. Focus on speaking at a moderate pace with a well-adjusted voice. Also, using proper grammar when speaking and avoiding slang are expected if you are to make a good first impression. Remember: If people can’t understand what you are saying, they will disregard you and your organization. Furthermore, be polite and courteous at all times.

Use the person’s name frequently. This shows the other person that you are paying attention from the very beginning and that you give him enough importance to memorize his name. A bonus(意外收获) is that by using his name immediately, you will be more likely to remember it and impress him even more when you run into him for a second time.

Avoid jokes. I suggest avoiding jokes on the first counter. If you really must make a wisecrack(俏皮话)，go with something short so as not to make anyone feel unpleasant. You don’t want to be remembered as “ that offensive fellow.”
Let the other person be the center of attention. Perhaps the most important rule when making a first impression to follow is to avoid hogging the spotlight. Let the other person be the center of attention. The worst mistake you can make is talking continuously about yourself. You will be shown as a selfish person who is only interested in himself, rather than appearing as someone who could help others further their business.

I first heard the term “EQ” in the fall of 1995 when the book “Emotional Intelligence”, by Daniel Goleman, was widely covered by the American press. The extensive(广泛的) research presented in the book supported my own observations and doubts about life and emotions, and told me that I was on the right track in my pursuit of happiness. The research continues to confirm what I had concluded on my own: These feelings are extremely important to individual health, happiness, and social harmony. This might seem a bit obvious, but it was not always obvious to me.

I grew up in a family where we didn’t talk about feelings. We talked about ideas, concepts and principles. As a result, I could tell you what I thought about everything, but I couldn’t tell you how I felt about anything. After several failed relationships, I took time off to reflect on my life and realized I had made many decisions which resulted in unhappiness for myself and others. After studying the literature on emotions and feelings, I concluded that most of my poor decisions could be directly attributed to (归因于) what is now called low emotional intelligence, or low EQ, for short. Previously, I struggled to find happiness through the traditional routes---- material success. Now, however, I realize that:

There’s not much point to have either wealth or relationships if you aren’t happy.
It is hard to be happy with others if you aren’t happy yourself.

It is hard to be happy alone if you don’t feel good about yourself, i,e. have high self-esteem(自尊)

It is hard to have good feelings about yourself if you don’t have good emotional management skills.

Emotional management skills, the main subject of EQ, are, therefore, one of the most basic elements of happiness.
