High prices at the gas pump are keeping Americans off the road, say a new study. Gas prices have exceeded（超过）$3 a gallon in some regions, causing Americans to cut comsumption.

Cas prices have been rising steadily due to a jump in the price of crude oil, which is used to make gasoline. Increased tensions in the Middle east, especially concerns related to Iran, have been a factor in this increase. As of Wednesday, the price for one barrel of oil was $72, a record high for the third straight day in a row.

The rise in oil prices has affected the national average price of a gallon. Now one gallon of regular gas is averaging $2.80-up from $2.51 just a month ago, according to the American Automobile Association（AAA）. Prices at some places in the South have already topped $3. According to the American Petroleum Institute, this reality has caused gas consumption to decrease: Last month’s usage dropped 0.6 percent compared to that of a year ago. Travel experts wonder if decreased consumption will continue into the typically busy spring and summer driving seasons. As temperatures rise, more people tend to take to the road and many travel farther.

A consequence of less driving, and thus less gas consumption, could be a fall in gas prices-which would of course encourage American to drive more! But if Americans instead continue to travel less, transportation could become more affordable in the long run. “If everyone decided to drive 3 percent less in the next 30 days, prices would crash,” says Tom Kloza, senior analyst at the Oil Price Information Service.

High gas prices affect everyone. Costs rise for businesses to send products by truck or plane and for people to fly. Furthermore, prices of things we use every day may also be affected: Plastic bags, paint, and laundry detergent, for instance, are all made from oil.

Experts have long supposed that the Red Planet was once home to water some two billion years ago, but now a team of Canadian and US researchers say they've found hard evidence to support the theory – a discovery certain to heat up discussion on whether Mars once supported life.
The researchers' study says the "ragged, kilometer – high and undulating (起伏的)" features on  the Martian surface are in fact shorelines of massive ancient oceans that once covered a third of the planet's surface.
"It shows that there were shorelines and …that Mars, at one time, had massive standing bodies of water that we would call oceans. It was a blue planet. It was a blue planet early in its history, and these were not small pools," said Jerry Mitrovica, a University of Toronto geophysicist involved in the study.
Because the study did not clearly involve biological issues, neither scientist wished to speculate (推测) on the implications (暗示) their findings may have regarding the existence of life – ancient or current – on Mars. But the study's lead author, Taylor Perron of Harvard University acknowledged that "liquid water does seem to be a basic requirement for life as we know it on Earth."
Perron said the study further shows it's mathematically impossible for the entire Martian water supply to have been lost to space, and much of it may still be underground. So the next step in terms of research will be to figure out where the water has gone. By pointing out where the bodies of water might have been located, it will give scientists a good "target" in terms of where to concentrate exploration efforts.

Monica Huang, a 25-year-old office worker from Taiwan, worries about her Chinese handwriting skills. “I use my computer to write e-mails. I use my cell phone to send text messages to friends. It’s so easy for me to forget how to write Chinese characters!”

Monica is not alone in her worries. There is growing concern that modern communication devices are threatening writing skills in many languages. Experts specifically worry about Chinese handwriting , a tradition nearly 4,000 years old. 

More and more young Chinese are relying on computers, cell phones and other electronic tools to communicate. Over time, they become unable to recall the stroke order (笔顺) to write some characters. So writing by hand becomes more and more difficult. 

Electronic devices aren’t the first tools to threaten Chinese handwriting. Until the early 1900s, the brush was China’s main writing instrument. But when pens became popular , many people accused them  of damaging the cultural tradition of calligraphy(书法)。Their concerns sound reasonable. Today only a small number of people still practice calligraphy.

In Chinese classrooms today, balancing computer skills with handwriting is often difficult. A teacher at an elementary school in Taipei often gets complaints from her students’ parents. “What’s the point of making students practice characters?” One parent asked. “With computers, they only need to recognize them.”

A recent survey shows that 95 percent of adult Chinese citizens handwrite less than forty Chinese characters per year. The same group receives an average of 20 e-mails per week.

In response, a character-writing campaign has begun. The campaign encourages people to send more handwritten Chinese characters. Campaign organizers plan to establish the first Chinese character museum. They hope their efforts will help rescue the tradition of handwritten Chinese characters.

Despite concerns, many people remain positive about the handwriting issue. They think this is the natural trend of society’s progress. When you use your hands less, you use you brains more.
