For years, children in the industrial areas of Europe and Anerica seldon left
their snaky cities to see the beauties of the countryside. This vas not because
the woods and fields were always far avay, but because they were too far away
from the city to pernit people to make a day trip between norning and nightfall.

In 1807, a young Gernan schoolnaster had an idea vhich changed this state
of affairs.
