Sweden is a very typical northern European country, and is known for its good social welfare system(社会福利制度). Education is one part of that. In Sweden, parents don’t end up paying large amounts of money for their children’s education. From kindergarten to university it’s completely free. About one-third of all young Swedes go on to higher education.


“Sweden makes me think there is such a thing as a free lunch,” said Lilyan Yu, who graduated from Blenkinge Technology of Institute two years ago. Yu was treated like a Swedish student and didn’t pay tuition. She only had to pay for housing and food --- around 2,000 yuan for an apartment on campus(大学校园) and 1,000 yuan per month for food.


The free education has attracted many Asian students, and an influx in recent years has put great pressure on the education system. The Swedish government has been told by college teachers that they need to make non-European students pay tuition.


Some say that it’s not fair to provide a free education for students from countries that don’t reciprocate (互惠). Swedish students have to pay tuition in China, but Chinese don’t pay in Sweden.


Denmark was the first of three Scandinavian (斯堪的纳维亚的) countries (Denmark, Sweden, Norway) to start charging tuition for non-European Union students last September.

Many wild animals are facing the danger of dying out, because the environment that they are living in has changed greatly. For example, with the development of cities, the use of insecticide and serious pollution, their living areas have become narrower and narrower.
