Step1 Lead-in by checking homework on P28 exe.1

T: Good morning everyone. Have you found that I'm a little nervous? What makes me nervous is that a lot of teachers are attending our class today. We can also say, it makes me nervous that many teachers are attending our class. 

  Come on, try to be active, will you?

T: Well, let's check your homework. Please open your book at Page 28, Discovering useful structures. Exercise 1. Please read the instruction together. "Can you find… from the reading passage. 

Pay attention to this part "a noun clause is used as the subject". Please underline it.

T: Can you pick out 3 similar sentences.

S: What scientists think is that the earth was different.

  Whether life will continue on the earth …will depend on whether this problem can be solved.

…it was not clear whether the solid shape was to last or not. (学生齐读)

Q: How do you understand the first sentence? Especially the underlined part "What scientists think" ?

S: Scientists' idea is that the earth was different.

T: Good. What is the subject in this sentence? "Scientists idea"

  So we can know that in the first sentence, the noun clause "What scientists think" is also used as the subject. Well, that's what we will learn today. S

Q: In the second sentence, which is the subject?? ---- "Whether life will continue on the earth". 

Q: What about the last sentence? Can you pick out the subject? 

"whether the solid shape was to last or not."

That's right. But it seems a little different from the others. 

T: Yes, this subject is too long, so we use "it" here. (稍带过)

Step2 Main body

Q: In the text we dealt with yesterday, we have learnt that we human beings are not taking care of the earth. So, our earth is endangered. Besides the earth, who else is also endangered?

S: We human beings/ wild life (wild animals & wild plants).

T: Quite good. Do you still remember our friend Daisy who has experienced a wonderful journey?

  Daisy has experienced a magic journey.

  What Daisy has experienced is a magic journey.

  What makes elephants nearly die out?

  What makes elephants nearly die out is people's over-hunting.

What did Daisy learn?

  What Daisy learnt is that we should protect wildlife.

T: Well, the story goes on. When Daisy returned, she decided to do some research to help the animals.

 Would you like to join her in the research?? ---- Yes.

Q: What are the steps of doing research?

S: make a survey/ find out …

T: We've listed 4 steps of doing the research. Can you complete each sentence?

 What we shall do first is making a survey.

What we shall do next is finding out solutions.

What we shall do then is having an interview.

What we shall do finally is writing a report.

(Step 1. Survey)

T: This is the survey we have made with Daisy. Let's see what makes animals endangered.

P1 Q: What happened to the birds? What is the factory doing?

   S: A factory/ chimney is giving off harmful smoke. 

   T: So, we can say ---- That the factory gives off harmful smoke makes birds endangered.

P2 S: That the factory pours waste water into rivers makes fish endangered.

P3 S: That people cut down too many trees makes animals endangered.

P4 S: That people throw rubbish everywhere makes animals endangered.

P5 S: That people kill too many animals for money makes antelopes endangered.

(Step 2. Solution)

T: Now that we've found out the cause of the problem, what shall we do next? 

Yes, it's time to solve the problems. Now comes to the solutions, the way how to solve the problem.

T: Choose one picture and give your suggestion.

S: I think that we should ……

T: From the survey, I think/ believe/ suggest that …should (not)…

(Step 3. Interview)

T: Good. Besides us, more and more people have realized this problem and are making their efforts to improve the situation. Now, let's meet an old friend, Tony Leung, and see how he expresses his idea and what his suggestion is.

T: Eyes on the pictures. It seems the lovely monkey has something wrong with his legs. In fact, he is disabled. What happened? Can you make a guess?

T: Let's listen to this part again./ Pay attention to this part.

T: Why we did the research/ Who did the research/ Where we did the research/ When we did the research/ How we did the research/ Who we interviewed/ What we have learnt   should be written in the report.

Step3 Discussion

T: When I was doing this research together with Daisy, I met my friend Michelle, who was also doing a research of this kind. Let's see what her opinion is.
