Ring counting is nothing new to fish scientists. But Thorrold has tumed 10 4 new
ing the chemical elements (F54) of each otolith ring.

These clements tell us about the chemistry of
the vater that the fish was in. Tt also says something about water temperature, which
decides how much of these elements will get together within each otolith ring.

Thorrold can tell, for example, if a fish spent time in the open ocean hefore
entering the less salty water of coustal areas. He can basically tell where fish are
spending their time at any given stage of history.

The Atlantic croaker is a popular saltwater food fish. Thorrold and his assistant
have successfully followed the traveling of youn fish from mid-ocean to the coast, a
joumney of many hundreds of miles.
