Inagine having a bedroon that interacts with you. If you' re sad, it will

arrange for some of your friends to come over to cheer you up. If you’ re happy,
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Does it sound Like something out of a science-fictionnovie? Well, it’ s really
sonething out of the Georgia Institute of Technology. Irfan Essa works at the
conputer lab there. He has developed a conputer system that can look at you and
recognize your nood. He calls it the “expressionrecognition systen.” Essasays,

“Ve ave trying to get conputers to act like a hunan brain. But the hunan brain
is not like one computer, it is like nany working together.”

nEssa’ s system, many conputers work together. First, acanera in the bedroon
takes a picture of your face. The canera feeds the inage to a conputer. In the
conputer’ s memory, there are pictures showing how the muscles of your face nove
when you are in different noods. For example cheek muscles nove in one way when
you are happy and sniling and in another way when you are nervous and tense. The
conputer conpares your picture to the face-nuscle images stored in its memory.
It tries to £ind the best match, That’ s how it figures out your mood! Then the
conputer sends nessages to other computers in the system. If you look happy,
conputer may put on lively nusic. If you look tired and discouraged, a different
conputer nay turn on the TV for you.

How could the “expression recognition systen” help us in inportant ways?
Essa thinks that the systen can help us create computers that are better teachers.
Many people learn new skills through conputer programs. “When T teach, T look
atpeople’ s faces,” Essa explains. “If ny students look confused, I know they
didn’ tunderstand. Vith this technology, a conputer can also know if a student
is learning.”

Today, this new technalogy can be found only in labs, but Essa predicts we’ 11
see it out of the lab in a few years. So, get ready. One day, you might walk into
a zoon that will soon become your best friend.
