“一杆多枝，果不同”

—高考常见非谓语动词句式分析
   非谓语动词是高考的重点、难点之一。下面几个例子具有相似性，一般都是在逗号后出现空白，但常常因为细微差异，造成答案迥然不同，特提请同学们注意：请看例子：

1. European football is played in 80 countries, ____ it the most popular sport in the world .

2. The Olympic Games, ____ in 776 B.C, didn’t include women players until 1912.

上面这些句子的共同形式大体为；“主句(或中心词)+逗号+（and）____.... ”. 选项为谓语动词或非谓语动词，分析它们的不同，具体在于：

例1：首先，根据语法分析可知，待选部分在整个句中应作结果状语；再根据 European football 对于 make 来说应是主动关系，即欧洲足球使之本身成为一项最受世人欢迎的运动。因此，该题应选A。D，不定式常表示一种出人意外的结果。

例2：首先，根据语法分析可知，待选部分是一个作定语、修饰 The Olympic Games 的后置分词短语；再根据 The Olympic Games 对于动词 play 来说只能是被动承受，且已完成 (in 776 B . C . )。因此，该题应选C。一般地说：例2均可以改为非限制性定语从句
例3: 首先，根据句中出现的连接词but, and, 分析可知,待选部分应是一个分句谓语动词，且应与前面的谓语动词在时态上保持一致。因此可排除B和D,再根据短语含义，选择C。

例4: 与例3类似，只是待选部分要受到and visited 的制约，与前面的谓语动词在时态上保持一致，要注意例3、例4与例1、例2的不同，例1、例2均不出现表示并列关系的连词but, and or 等。

例5: 例5的句式与例1、例2相似，答案是A。 但satisfied在这儿并非过去分词，而是形容词。如果选B，虽然也是形容词，但satisfying表示令人满意的，不合题意。要注意这一形式的题中，常出现表示情感或心理活动的形容词。如pleased, disappointed, excited, worried, delighted, inspired, encouraged, moved, frightened, interested, satisfied, determined, exhausted, attracted，dressed不表示被动。仅表示心情，状态。
例6:中的待选部分显然是与to make life easier同位的表语，再从表示将来的动作来看，只能选不定式B。

以上几个相似句式频繁出现于各类考题中，常以单选，完形及改错题的形式出现，而阅读理解中更常见它们的身影，请同学们一定好好把握！
