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3a       This activity provides reading practice using the language.

  Call attention to Nick's letter to Tom. Ask a student to read the letter to the class.

  Then read the instructions to the class. Say, Please write the things in the letter that Nick did that day. Don't miss anything he did that day.

  Ask students to finish the activity on their own.

  Ask students what they wrote. For example, you can say, how many things did Nick do that day? What do you think of the day Nick had? Talk about what the student in the class like and don't like doing. Ask the student to write down their opinion.
3b       This activity provides reading and writing practice using the target language.

  Read the letter to the class. Say "blank" every time you come to a blank line.

  Say, Now read the letter to yourself and fill in the blanks. You can use words from this lesson or any other words you know.

  Ask students to read their letters to a partner. Ask the partner to check that the answers are correct. Any answer that makes sense is correct. Move around the room and answer any questions students may have.

  Ask some students to read their letters to the class.
3c       This activity provides writing practice using the language.

  Ask students to make a list of ideas before they write their letters. You can demonstrate this activity on the board with the whole class. Write three headings on the board, Activities, Places, Description Words. Ask the students to suggest words to list under each heading.  Make a list of at least three things under each heading.
  Tell students they can use the paragraphs and letters in this unit as examples. As they start to write, move around the room providing help as needed. Some students may write only a sentence or two, while others may be able to write a longer letter.

  Correct as many of the letters as you can. Invite some students to read their letters to the class.
4      This activity provides guided oral practice using the target language.

  Point out the student A photos. Say, Here are some pictures of things  student A did on vacation. It looks like student A went to the beach and did a lot of other things.

  Read the instructions. Say, Each student will ask and answer questions about his or her last vacation. The answers will come from the pictures.

  Ask students to work in pairs. Ask the student As in each pair to look at the pictures on page 51. Ask the student Bs to look at the pictures on page 85. Remind students not to look at their partners' page.

  Do a sample question and answer with student B asking the question. For example student B's first question cue is Did... ? so student B can ask, Did you go to a big city? student  A can  answer, Yes, I did. I went to New York City.

  Have the pairs continue on their own.  Move around the room monitoring the progress of the pairs and offering help as needed.

  Ask some pairs of  students  to present their questions and answers to the rest of the class, When one pair finishes with the student A  pictures, ask other pairs to give additional questions and answers.  Do the same for the student B pictures.
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
