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The activities on this page and the following one provide guided oral practice using the target language from units 1-6.

Draw students' attention to the instructions and the example. Have two students model the sample conversation.

Tell students to write down questions that they would ask a movie star. Remind them to use "How ..." and "Wh- ..." questions. You may want to start by eliciting another example from the class, or (if the students are struggling), providing another example yourself (e.g. Where do you usually go on vacation?)

Ask students to role play the conversations in pairs. First one student is the interviewer, and the other is the movie star, then they switch roles. As students talk, walk around the classroom listening and offering help where necessary.

Have several pairs perform their conversations for the rest of the class.

Draw students' attention to the instruction and the example in the table. Say, Now write what you should do if you have these other problems.

Draw attention to the sample conversation. Have two students act it out for the rest of the class.

Have students role play conversations between a friend and someone who isn't feeling well. As they talk, move around the room listening and offering help where necessary.

Have several pairs perform their conversations for the rest of the class.
Possible answers
a headache - lie down and rest

a sore throat -drink some hot tea with honey

out - listen to some relaxing music

a stomachache - lie down and rest

Draw students' attention to the instruction and the sample answer. Explain that they have to plan a vacation around China. They can go anywhere they like. You may want to start by asking several students what they would do in several of the places marked on the map. (e.g. What can we do in Xi'an? We can see the terracotta army (bing ma yong)) Write any difficult vocabulary on the

board.

Ask students to make their individual vacation plans. Ask them to circle the places they want to visit, and think about what they will do there.

Draw students' attention to the sample letter. Ask students to complete the letter, making plans for the school trip.

Ask students to discuss their vacation plans. As students talk, move around the classroom listening and offering help where necessary.
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
