The UK is one of the worst recyclers in Europe. In other words, in the UK, we're
recycling only about 8% of our everyday waste. That's much less than many other
ountries. Germany recycles 10%, while Japan recycles 40%. The government has set a
goal of recycling 30% of their everyday waste by the year 2010. But it looks that it is not
asy to reach it. As we know, some habits are difficult to change and some collection plans
re expensive to carry out.

At present, the movement called Recycle Now in the UK tries to change that
ituation.
