The second period

Teaching aims:

1. Get the students to talk about botany – four different kinds of flowers to train the students to learn how to make a description.

2. Get the students to listen to a material to train their listening ability.

3. Get the students to talk about procedures.

Teaching Important Points:

1. Improve the students’ speaking ability by describing flowers.

2. Improve the students’ listening ability.

Teaching Difficult Point:

How to talk about procedures – how to describe something orderly.

Teaching Procedures:

Step I Greetings

Step II Warming up

Ask the students to match the flowers with their correct names listed in the box on the left. Then, ask them to explain what they know about these flowers, eg where they come from, how they are used or other anecdotal information. Next, ask students which of these flowers is their favourite and let them explain why. Their explanation may refer to colour and shape of the flower as well as feelings they have for these flowers. Finally, encorage students to formulate words and phrases they think they may need to talk about flowers and plants, as well as outlining in which situations they might talk or write about flowes/ plants and what their language needs would be.

Suggested answers to Exercise 2:

1 The peony is originally from China. It is one of the Chinese people’s favourite flowers. Peonies ae planted in parks and gardens because they are very beartiful and decorative(装饰的; 装璜的; 可作装饰的). 

2 Tulips originally come from Turkey. Nowadays, however, tulips are mainly grown and sold in Holland. To many people, the tulip is an symbol of Holland. Tulips are planted in gardens or given to people as presents.

3 Different species of roses can be found around the world. Roses are beautiful and fragrant flowers. As with many other flowers, roses of different colours represent different feelings and emotions. Red roses are considered a symbol of love. White rose indicate purity and simplicity. Blue roses are a sign of honesty and sincereness. If my best friend has a new job in another place, I’ll send him thirteen roses, expressing that our friendship will last forever.

And Flowers are often given as presents. They are planted in gardens and parks. The fragrant oils from the flowers are a basic ingredient for perfumes.

4 Wild sunflowers can be found all over the North and South American continents. The sunflower as we know it, is supposed to come from Latin America. As the head of the sunflower “follows” the sun, some people see the sunflower as a symbol of loyalty or adoration(崇拜;敬爱；爱慕). Many people call the sunflower a symbol of peace and harmony between humans and nature. The sunflower has been planted as a crop by people for hundreds of years. Its seeds produce oil. Sunflowers are also very beautiful as garden plants and gifts. Vincent van Gogh’s paintings of sunflowers in a vase are among the world’s most famous paintings.

Step 3 Listening

T: Turn to page 28. before listening, we should go over the requirements. Please read the questions on Page 28 and29 and see what we should do after we finish listening to the material.

   Now I’ll play the tape now. I’ll play it three times. When I play it for the first time, please do as much of the exercise as you can. Then I’ll play it for the second time. This time, pay your attention to the parts unfinished. After that, you can hve a discussion and dcheck your answers with your partner. Next, let’s check the answers together. At last, you’ll have a chance to listen to the material once again. Ok, let’s begin.

Step 4 

Speaking

Ask the students to look at the pictures 1 to 5 on page 29 of the Student’s Book and read the description for situation 1. tell them to cho0ose a certain plant which can be grown in a pot, and identify which steps are needed to do so. Encourage the students to identify additional actions, which are not illustrated. Tell the students to take turns in presenting the procedure. Repeat the same with the other two situations. For these situations, no pictures are provided. The students may first need to discuss which steps in the procedure need to be taken.

Step 5 Summary and Homework

In this class, we’ve talked about some flowers, done the listening and practiced describing how to plant some vegetables. What vocabulary will you need to talk about flowers and plants?

  Now today’s homework; Do Exercise 3 on Page 30. have a talk with your partner. Next class we’ll have some students talk about it before class. That’s all for this class.

The Third period

Teaching Aims:

1. Get the students to learn the whole text and grasp the main idea of it to improve their reading ability.

2. learn the fine quality of the scientists in the text.

Teaching Important Points:

Improve the students’ reading ability.

Teaching Procedures:

Step 1 Greeting and Lead – in

T: In the last period, I told you to describe the process of planting and growth of the young plant. Now I’ll let one student do this before class. 

Step 2 Pre- reading

Ask the students to look at the photos and identify the products in them. For Exercise 1, ask them from which plants they are made and what they are use for. For Exercise 2, ask the students from which countries or continents these plants originally came, and where they are produced now. Exercise 3 requires students to scan the text for information about Carl Linnaeus.

Step 3 Fast – reading

Read the text fast and try to grasp the main idea of the whole text. Then do the exercises in Exercise one on Page 31.

Step 4 Reading 

Now read the text again and then discuss the questions on the screen. Have a discussion with your partner and later we’ll check the answers.

1. What were the goals of James Cook’ first voyage around the world?

They had three goals. The first goal was to observe the planet Veneus when it passed across the sun. This would get the astronomers to have a chance to work out the distance between the earth and the sun. The second goal was to record, classify and describe all plants and animal life observed during the trip. The third goal was that Captain Cook was given secret instructions to search for an unknown southern continent.

2. Why kid Joseph Banks have to supply his own money to equip part of the expedition? How much did he pay?

Because botany was a new field of science, the government would not pay for it. He paid about 10,000 pounds.

3. How did scientists classify plants before Linnaeus? How did Linnaeus do this?

Some scientists classified plants into herbs and trees, or according to the shape of the plant, or whether they had flowers or not, Linnaeus grouped plants in families. In his system the identification of different species was based on the arrangement of the male and female organs in the flowers.

4. What did the word “appetite” in the third paragraph mean?

The word “appetite” here means “a desire for wish”.

5. What could be a possible explanation for the name “strawberry”?

When people plant strawberry, they spread straw under the fruit to reduce the necessary amount of the watering as straw prevents the water in the soil escaping.

6. Give at least three examples to show Bank’s great contributions to his country and science.

He made a voyage with James Cook to the Oceania, which brought great benefit to Britain. But for him, he had to supply about 10,000 pounds of his own money to equip the expedition.

  During his trip, he looked out for new economic species, helping to develop local economics.

  He was involved in enterprises such as the exploration of Africa and the settlement of Australia.

   He helped developing the royal gardens at Kew into one of the greatest botanical gardens in the world.

Answers:

1. When he was young, Darwin enjoyed doing all kinds of experiments and studying physics, chemistry and later botany was his hobby.

2. When he was twenty- two years old, he was invited to take part in the scientific expedition on the Beagle. His observation on the five- year voyage led him to write his famous book- on the Origin of Species.

3. Mendel founded the science of genetics.

4. Mendel’s genetics and Turesson’s findings are both important to the output of crops.

Suggested answers to Ex 1:

1 Darwin discovered that differences in habitat could lead to different species.

3 Turesson discovered that the environmental conditions in the habitat influenced the appearance of species. 

4 Darwin’s discoveries were based on observation.

Suggested answer to Ex 2:

Farmers know that if the soil condition is not good they can improve it by adding fertilizer to make crops grow better. Turesson’s findings show that improving the soil is not the only way to improve crops. His research shows that plant species have natural varieties, which may be more or less successful on a poor soil. This means that careful selection of crops that cope well on poor soil may also contribute to a better harvest.

Step 5 Discussion 

What can we learn from the text?

We should observe everything carefully and think deeply, then we can draw a good conclusion.
