I’m available in the afternoon.

8. special, especial, particular

She’s a very special friend.

You’ll need a special tool to do that.

Why should we give you special treatment?

I made this specially for your birthday.

His speciality is barbecued steaks.

He specializes in oriental history.

Is there any particular colour you would prefer?

She took particular care not to overcook the meal.

She’s very particular about what she wears.

I like all her novels, but her latest is particularly good.

I love the country, especially in spring.

9. defend

When the dog attacked me, I defended myself with a stick.

You’ll need stronger evidence to defend your claim to inheritance(继承权)

They had three players defending the goal.

She’s running to defend her 400 meters title.

The high wall was built as a defence against intruders.

10. fierce

He has a fierce look.

His plan met with fierce opposition.

11. visible

This star is not visible to the naked eye.

Thanks to the reform policy, there’re visible improvements in the country’s economy.

Visibility was down to 100 meters in the fog.

12. sample

He gave me a sample of the kind of cloth I wanted to buy.

The shop is handing out free samples of the perfume.

We sampled opinion among the workers about changes in working methods.

13. recover         recovery

Six bodies were recovered from the wreck.

I’m slowly recovering my strength the illness.

She recovered herself and smiled.

The team recovered its lead in the second half. 

Trade soon recovered from the effects of the war.

The ship was delayed by contrary winds.  (adj.)

The results were contrary to expectation.  (prep.)

Many events in our lives go by contaries.  (n.与预期的相反)

It doesn’t seem ugly to me; on the contrary, I think its rather beautiful.

I will continue to believe it until I get proof to the contrary.

15.witness

I was a witness to their quarrel.

Will you cut as witness to the agreement between us?

We were witnessing the most important scientific development of the century.

16.calm

It is a calm, cloudless day.

It is important to keep/stay calm in an emergency.

After the storm came a calm.

It is the calm before the storm.

Have a brandy----it’ll help to calm you down.

He walked into the shop and calmly stole a pair of gloves.

17.response

We wrote this letter in response to your inquiry.

Her cries for help met with no response.

She responded to my letter with a phone call.

He responded to my complaints with apology.

Animals respond to kindness.

18.conscious

She spoke to us in her conscious moments.

I was conscious of being watched/that one is being watched.

I had to make a conscious effort not to be rude to him.

The blow caused him to lose consciousness.

19. slight

She worked out it without slightest difficulty.

Here comes a girl with a slight figure.

You didn’t embarrass me in the slightest.

The patient is slightly better today.

20. circulate        circulation

Blood circulates through the body.

The news of her death circulated quickly.

Have you been circulated with details of the conference?    (inform)

21. sudden       suddenness

Your marriage was very sudden.

All of a sudden, the tyre burst.

The end came quite suddenly.

22. deal

He spend a good deal of money during the holiday.

He is a great deal better after the operation.

They try to deal politely with angry customers.

What are we going to do with the food left over from the party?

I hate dealing with large impersonal companies.

Haven’t you dealt with that letter yet?

We did a deal with the management on overtime.

It’s a deal! I.e. I agree to your terms.
