Computers can be used in many ways, such as business, science, jndustry, and govemment.
Computers study il-field examinations made by airplanes;, they keep record of oil sales; they study the
working condition of the machines; they help in planning and producing oil; and much more.

If people cannot tell exactly the correct way to do certain work in thinking, it is still a question how
much of this work a machine can do. Suppose a person is “teaching” the machine and telling the
machine “yes” when the machine is right, and “n6” when the machine is wrong. Then the machine can
keep on searching among possible ways for solving a problem—until the machine can do as well as the
person and perhaps much beter.

But, what is thinking? People can agree about much that is thinking, and much that is not thinkings
but they can’t reach agreement because the word “think” is not a scientific word with an exact meaning.
