Teaching objectives: 1. Improve the students’ listening and speaking 

abilities by answering questions、making new

dialogues、group discussion and so on. 

2. Make a further study of the text.

3. Learn language items in the dialogue.

Teaching procedures:

Ⅰ. Warming-up:

1. Read out some statements about Einstein. Get the students to say if they are true or false.

Ask the students to ask and answer the following questions in pairs.

1). What did scientists believe before him?

Scientists believed that light traveled through space in a straight line before Einstein.

2). What did Einstein prove?

Einstein proved that light coming from the stars was bent as it passed the sun.

3). What did he work out?

He worked out just how much the light would be bent and how far the stars would appear to have moved.

4). How did Einstein become world famous?

At first many of the scientists did not accept his scientific ideas. Yet by 1919 scientists who had been watching the stars supported his work and he quickly became world-famous.

5). What brought him great sadness?

The First World War brought him great sadness.

6). Why didn’t he have to join the army?

Einstein had taken Swiss nationality and therefore did not have to join the army since Switzerland did not take sides in the war.

7). What did Einstein want to see?

He wanted to see and end to all the armies of the world.

8). Why did Einstein find it impossible to continue living in Germany?

When Germany was ruled by Hitler in the early 1930s,Einstein, who was a Jew, found it impossible to continue living in Germany.

Topics for discussion:

1) How do you explain the fact that many of the scientists would not accept Einstein’s discovery at that time?

2) Why do you think that Einstein would just stick to his opinion and never give up? What can we learn from Einstein?

Suggested answer:

1). First what Einstein had discovered was completely new, and scientists at that time had been used to the theory that light traveled in a straight line. They could not understand how Einstein had proved his theory.

2). Einstein had proved that light coming from the stars was bent as it passed the sun by working very hard, by doing a research. He has worked out just how much the light would be bent and how for the stars would appear to have moved. Einstein believed that what he had done was

 based on scientific research and he could prove that. So he stuck to his opinion. We should learn from his scientific attitude.
