Step 1 Greeting and Lead- in

T: Good morning!

Ss: Good morning!

T: You have done some sports right now, is it right? Do you feel tired? 

Ss: Yes. 

T: Now I’d like you to enjoy a song and relax yourselves. I’m sure you are familiar with it.(The music is about Su Dongpo’s 水调歌头)

T: (after music) Do you like it? 

Ss: Yes. 

T: Who sings this song?

Ss: 王菲

T: What’s the title of this song? You can tell me in Chinese. (Bb: title)

Ss:水调歌头

T: Do you know who writes the song words?

Ss: Su Dongpo.

T: Good. It’s a poem written by Su Dongpo. (Bb: poem)Sometimes we can change songs to poetry, we also can change poetry to songs. They have something in common. (Bb: poetry) Poem is a countable noun. We can say a poem or some poems. Poetry is a uncountable noun. 它是诗歌的 总称。

Today we’ll learn a new unit. Unit 4 A Garden of Poems (Bb: Unit 4 A Garden of Poems) 

Step 2 Warming up

Activity 1

T: We have known that Su Dongpo is a famous poet in Song Dynasty.  (Bb: poet) A poet is a person who writes poems. Can you name some famous poets?

Ss: Li Bai, Du Fu……
T: Can you recite any of their poems? “recite” means背诵 (Bb: recite)

Ss: ……
T: We have mentioned several poets and their poems, but they are all Chinese poets. Do you know any poets in the foreign countries? 

Ss: Shakespeare

T: Yes. Which work did he write? 

Ss:罗密欧和朱丽叶; Hamlet; 

T: These are his plays. He is most famous for his sonnets. Sonnet is a kind of poetry .十四行诗。它是一种抒情短诗。顾名思义Each sonnet has fourteen lines. Any other poets? (Bb: sonnet: 十四行诗,抒情短诗)

Ss: John Keats; Shelley……
T: Good. Shelley has written a famous poem The Ode to West Wind. We are familiar with one sentence in it: If winter comes, can spring be far away? 冬天来了，春天还会远吗？

What English poems, songs or rhymes have you read? Can you recite any? “Rhyme” as a noun means 顺口溜，as a verb means 压韵。(Bb: rhyme: n顺口溜v压韵)

Ss: ……

Activity 2

T: Have you read the poem “Little Star” by Jane Taylor? Now I’ll show it to you. Please look at the slid and listen to the tape. ( music about “Little Star”)

In the dark sky of night, there are thousands of little stars that twinkle in the sky. They are far away from me. I want to see clearly what they are like. But I can’t. I can only see them like diamonds in the sky.

T: Which human feelings have expressed in the poem?

S1/S2: ……

T: This poem expresses human’s curiosity about nature.

  When a poet writes poems, he’ll choose a topic and express his feelings in it. That’s why sometimes when we are reading a poem we feel that it is written for us. A good poem always makes me feel something. Please discuss with your partner about the topics for poems and human feelings in poems. Three minutes later, I’d like you to show the results of your discussion.

( three minutes later)

T: Are you ready? Who’d like to show your answer? Any volunteers? X X, please.

S1/S2/S3: ……(write their answers on the blackboard)

T: Well done! You have found so many topics and feelings in the poems. They should be embraced by the form of poetry. (Bb: form) 唐诗，宋词are two kinds of poetry in China. Today we’ll learn a new kind of poetry------limerick. Do you know “打油诗”? In English a limerick is like “打油诗”in China. It’s a special, funny poem and is written just to make people laugh. A limerick has five lines. It follows a special pattern of rhyme and rhythm. (Bb: limerick:打油诗a special, funny poem, 5lines) Please turn to page25, I’ll give you two minutes to read the two limericks freely and find out how they rhyme. You can discuss with your partner.

(two minutes later)

T:  (show the slid) Are you ready? How they rhyme?
	A teacher from Singapore,

Taught at middle school No.4.

It didn’t take students long

To see something was wrong:

The man was as mad as a door.

T: Good. The pattern of rhyme is aabba. Please read the two limericks together.

T: We have talked so many things about poetry. Now I want you to tell me an important thing. Maybe it’s the most important thing. Do you like poetry?

S1: Yes. I like it.

T: I’m glad to hear that. Why do you like Poetry?

S1: ……
T: What can you learn from poetry?

S1: ……
T: XX, do you like poetry?

S2: I don’t like it.

T: Why? Is it too difficult or too boring?

T: XX, do you like poetry?

T: Ok. Every one has his opinions. You can keep your opinion. But I’ll try my best to make you like poetry by learning this unit. For me, I like poetry very much. When I was a small child, my mother taught me the poem “ 锄禾日当午， 汗滴禾下土。谁知盘中餐，粒粒皆辛苦。“ I know from a little child that grain comes from pains and we should not waste whatever we eat.

Poetry can express feelings such as sadness, happiness. Especially at the age of 17 or 18,you have many secrets that don’t want to share with others. Poetry will be your best friend to share your feelings.

Some people say that poetry is too boring, too difficult. However, many people forget that they actually enjoy a lot of poetry everyday, without knowing it. For example, when you got up early, you heard two birds singing in the tree, isn’t it a poem? So enjoy your life, enjoy poetry, the world will be more beautiful. 

T: Today we have learnt limerick and so many new words. Also we have discussed the topics for poems and human feelings expressed in it.

T: Why are more and more people interested in English poetry? Is there any other reasons?

S1: “Reading poetry in English also opens……in a world lit up by words.”
T: Quietly, we embrace in a world lit up by words. Here lit up is the Past Participle of light.light up 点亮. Who can translate this short poem ?

Step 1 Greetings 

Greet the whole class as usual.

Step 2 Grammar

T:I feel cold. XX , close the window please.

(a student closed the window.)

T: what did XX do ?

Ss: He closed the window.

T: Yes, I asked him to close the window.(Bb)

 How to change this sentence into passive voice?

Ss: He was asked to close the window.(Bb)

T: We know XX has done two things just now. He was asked. He closed the window.(Bb) We can write these two sentences into one. When he was asked he closed the window.(Bb) We can omit “when he was”. Asked he closed the window. Here the Past participle “asked” used as Adverbial. Today we’ll learn the Past Participle used as Adverbial.(Bb)
