She was born in Pennsylvania in 1844, When she was a child, Mary and her family spent
five years travelling and living in Europe. Mary saw the great art museums, and she wanted

When she was seventcen, she said that she wanted to go to Paris to study art. At that
time people thought that only men could become painters. It was not considered proper work
for a woman. Her father refused to let her study art. Finally he said she could study it if she
went 10 & school near their home.
