高中英语第二册第13单元要点讲解

1. go on with sth 继续… = go on doing sth
But Einstein stuck to his opinion and went on with his research. 但爱因斯坦坚持他的意见，继续不断地进行他的研究。Go on with your work until I come back.
2. lead to 导致; 通向
lead to相当于cause导致: I think it will lead to a good result. 我认为这事会有好结果的。result in也这个意思，如：My efforts resulted in nothing. 我的努力毫无结果。还有lead sb to do sth: What led you to take up acting as a career? 通向: This road leads to Chicago.   All roads lead to Rome. 
3. work out 算出; 解决; 制订
They have worked out all the math problems by themselves. 他们已独立地将这些数学题目全部解出来了。The research centre worked out a new plan and decided to carry it out immediately. 研究中心拟订出一项新计划并决定立即实施。区分work on: She is working on this math problem. 她正在算这条数学题。
4. stick to 坚持原则，计划
If you stick to the truth, you've nothing to fear. 你要是坚持真理就可以无所畏惧。If you stick to the study of English, you will surely be able to master it. 如果你坚持不懈地学习英语,你一定会掌握它的。He will stick to her whatever happens. 不管发生什么事, 他都将忠实于她。insist on 也是坚持的意思,但是它多指坚持看法、作法、非要去做某事等: She insists on going out now. 她坚持现在就出去。
5. take sides (in) 站在……那一边，支持某人
They didn't take sides in the quarrel. 他们没有参与吵架。take sides with sb. 同意某人，袒护某人: They took sides with their child. 他们袒护自己的孩子。还有be on sb's side (=agree with someone and support them): I’m on your side. Whose side are you on?
1. As a result, it appeared to scientists on earth that the stars had moved. 因此，在地球上的科学家看来，恒星好象是移动了。
It appears/seems (to sb.)+that clause 句型的意思是“看来/似乎是……”, 其中的it是形式主语, 真正的主语是后面的that 引起的从句。It appears to me that something is wrong. 我看好象有点不对头。It appears that there has been a change in the plans. ▲译: 她显得很疲劳。
　

1. That fits the puzzle! 
动词fit 这里表示“适合”“吻合” : The dress doesn't fit me. I am too thin. 这件衣服不适合我，我太瘦了。The music fits the words perfectly. 
2. By the time he was fourteen years old, he had learned math all by himself. 
all by oneself = completely alone: 独自一人: I want to go over the world all by myself. 我想一个人游遍世界。Dave spent Christmas all by himself. 
3. He found it hard to get along with the other boys.
get along/on with sb. 意思是“与某人关系良好，和睦相处”。如：They don't get on at all with one another. 他们彼此极不和。 区分get along/on with sth. 取得进展：I'm getting along(on) very fast with this job. 我的工作进展很快。▲译: 你的英语学得怎样？
4. All through his life Einstein was content to spend most of his time alone.
The teacher is not content with my work - I have to do it again. 教师不满意我的作业，我只好重做。Are you content to stay at home and watch TV? 你愿意呆在家里看电视吗？▲译: 不要满足于这样小的成功。
5. Einstein received worldwide praise for his scientific research. 爱因斯坦的科学研究受到了世界范围的广泛赞扬。
receive得到; 受到: They received a good education at school. 他们在学校里受到良好的教育。▲译: 我们受到了他们的热烈欢迎。
6. Besides his work in physics, he spent a lot of time working for human rights and progress.
besides和except这两个词都是“除了…之外”，但区别很大。besides指“除...外, 另外还有”, 着重“另外还有”, except的含意是“从整体里减去一部分”, 因为“所说的道理或事实不能适用于那部分”, 着重于“排除在外”,如：I have five other books besides this. 除这本以外, 我还有五本别的书。We all went there except Xiao Li. 除了小李以外, 我们都到那儿去了。
▲译: 1)除了牛奶和干酪外，我们还需要蔬菜。2)除了最后一个问题，所有的问题都容易。
7. Einstein had always been fond of music and had learnt music as a young boy. 掌握be/grow fond of: He is fond of playing the piano. 他喜欢弹钢琴。I'd grown fond of the place and it was difficult to leave. ▲译: 她很宠爱她的儿子。
8. It was said that he found in music the peace which was missing in a world full of wars and killings. 据说，他在音乐中找到了在一个充满战争与杀戳的世界上所失去的和平。
It is said...据说……, It is reported...据报道……。▲译: 据报上说，今年冬天将很冷。
9. Such was Albert Einstein, a simple man and the 20th century's greatest scientist. 这就是爱因斯坦，一个纯朴的人，一位20世纪最伟大的科学家。
这里的such是个代词，放在句首时，后面的主谓语一定要倒装。如: Such is my wish.这就是我的愿望。Such were  the stories he told me.
10. He could also work out how far the stars would appear to have moved. 他还能把恒星看上去移动了的距离也计算出来。
appear 强调外表上给人的印象，有时含有实质上并不如此的意思; seem暗示有一定根据的判断, 这种判断往往接近事实。He appears to know more than he really does. 他看起来好象懂得很多, 其实懂得没有那么多。He appeared unhappy. 他看起来好象不高兴。▲译: 她似乎是感冒了。
11. What he wanted to see was an end to all the armies of the world. 
what引起的主语从句，在结构上相当于一个名词加一个定语从句All that he wanted to see was …。What you need is more practice.你们所需要的是更多的练习。▲译: 剩下的归你。
12. That is why Einstein and his family left Europe for the USA in 1933. 这就是爱因斯坦和他的家人于1933年离开欧洲去美国的原因。
复习表语从句: The difficulty was how he could prove his ideas to other scientists. 困难在于怎样才能向其他科学家证实他的想法。
13.掌握几个单词的用法: 
⑴ A fishbone stuck in my throat. 一根鱼刺刺在我喉头上。She stuck a stamp on to the envelope. 她在信封上贴上邮票。Don't stick your head out of the window. 不要把头伸出窗外。
⑵ The drug proved successful. 该药证明是成功的。Facts have proved that the creative power of the students knows no limits.事实证明学生的创造力是无穷的。
⑶ I am taking an English course. 我在学英语课程。We followed the course of the river. 我们沿着这条河的流向前进。The first course was soup. 第一道上的是汤。When he met Sally it changed the whole course of his life. 
⑷ He did not want himself to be ruled by others. 他不愿意自己受人控制。He makes it a rule to have his breakfast at seven. 他照例七点钟吃早饭。
⑸ He worked so well that he was soon advanced to the position of secretary. 他工作做得很好，不久被提升为秘书。If you want to get the book, you must pay for it in advance. 如果你要买这本书，你得先付款。This textbook is designed for advanced learners of English.
高中英语第二册第14单元要点讲解

1. so/as far as
表示程度和范围，常与动词know, see, learn等搭配，“就……而言”；“尽……”，如：So far as I know, he will come here next Friday. 就我所知他将于下周五来这儿。As far as I can tell, the whole thing should cost about £500. 类似还有: as far as I can remember、As far as I'm concerned等。He walked as far as the lake in the center of the park.他一直走到公园中心的湖边。注意区分so far 目前为至: He said he would telephone but we haven't heard from him so far. 他说要打电话来，但我们到现在还没有关于他的音讯。
2. in space  在太空   (in the universe) 

space 这个词表示宇宙空间时，前一般都不用冠词，下文的send…up into space、put…into space、collect information about space等，都是这种用法。 又space还有空地、余地的意思: Is there any space for another desk in the office?办公室里还有地方放一张桌子吗？How much space is there on the hard  disk?

3. dozens of
dozen是“一打，十二”的意思: a dozen eggs | half a dozen与数词连用时不加s, 如: I bought two dozen magazines. 我买了24本杂志。但是表示“数十，许多”的意思时，就要用dozens of : Dozens of students were praised at the meeting. 会上有数十个学生受到了表扬。Sarah is never lonely because she has dozens of friends. 萨拉从不感到孤独，因为她有许多朋友。They collected dozens and dozens of shells on the beach.
4. carry out 实行；执行；进行 (put into practice)

We've carried out some experiments on the mice. 我们对老鼠做了一些实验。She carried out her promise. 她履行了自己的诺言。By the end of last month our factory had successfully carried out its production plan for this year. 到上月底，我们工厂已胜利完成了今年的生产计划。
1. Personally, I'd rather go to the Science Museum. 
'd rather= would rather 宁愿。注意would rather后面接动词原形，would rather do something宁愿做…: To be honest, I'd rather have a quiet night in front of the TV.  would rather not do something 宁愿不做...。如：I'd rather not tell him the truth. 我宁愿告诉他真相。Which would you rather have, tea or coffee? 你喜欢喝茶; 还是咖啡? 注意: would rather 常常和than连用: would rather ...than... 宁愿......而不......, 如：I'd rather play football than swim.我宁愿踢足球而不去游泳。would rather sb did sth:  We'd rather you didn't smoke in our home.

2. It must be very light, the lighter the better.
复习句型: the more ..., the more ... 越…, 越… 如: The more he has, the more he wants. 他占有的越多，胃口越大。The more angry he became, the more she laughed at him. 他越生气，她就越笑他。The more difficult the questions are, the less likely I am to be able to answer them. 问题越困难，我就越不可能回答。
3. There is a rocket motor on the satellite by which the direction of the satellite can be changed if necessary. 在卫星上还有一个火箭马达，必要时可以用它来改变卫星的方向。
掌握介词+关系代词引导的定语从句。注意两点：1）介词+关系代词时，关系代词只能是whom 或者which，不能用who和that: The foreigner to whom you talked is my English teacher.跟你谈话的那个老外是我的英语老师。2）含有介词的短语动词一般不拆开，介词不能提前放到关系代词的前面，而应该紧跟动词: This is the book which you are looking for. 不可说This is the book for which you are looking.
1. I feel like going to a museum. 
feel like想、愿意，后接名词或动词-ing形式, 如：I felt like another glass of wine. | He didn't feel like going to work. I feel like having a cold. 我象是伤风了。It feels like rain. 好象要下雨。下面一句什么意思? They made me feel like one of the family. ▲译: 孩子们想吃冰淇淋。
2. They've got a special exhibition on this month.
have got … on = have … on, 有某种活动在进行(策划被安排在计划之内)。如Have you got anything on tomorrow? 明天你有什么活动吗？We have nothing on for this weekend. 这个周末我们没有什么计划。We have a dinner party on for tomorrow evening. 明天晚上我们打算参加晚宴。
3. Once the satellite goes into its orbit round the earth, the panels are unfolded in order to catch the sunshine. 一旦卫星进入地球轨道，帆板就打开来吸收阳光。
once conj. 一旦……就…, 如: Once you have made up your mind, you shouldn't change. 一旦你做了决定，就不应当改变。Once seen, it can never be forgotten. 见一次就永远不会忘记。Once you get into the habit of smoking, you won't be able to give it up easily. 一旦你抽烟上了瘾，你就不可能轻易戒掉了。▲译: 只要你显出害怕的样子，它就会向你攻击。
4. It is therefore possible to say not only what the weather is like at present, but also what is likely to happen in the next day or two. 
likely强调“表面上看起来很可能”; 而probable则强调“权衡理由后相信会发生”，虽无法确定，但却极有可能发生; possible的发生的可能性极小。likely介于probable和possible之间。likely用作形容词，用于以下结构：1）主语+be+likely+不定式。如：Their team isn't likely to win.他们队不大可能赢。2）It is + likely +that从句。如：It's very likely that she'll ring me tonight.很可能她今晚给我打电话。注意对话: “He said you'd be giving them a lift.”  “Not likely!” ▲译: 他们可能会对我们生气。
5. Ships and planes can be warned so that they can keep out of the path of the hurricane.
keep out of 躲开；置身于…之外，如: Keep out of the sun. 避免日照。I hope you'll keep him out of trouble while I'm away. 我希望我走后别让他卷入麻烦中去。
 

6. They can tell the difference between healthy plants and plants that are diseased. 它们还可以识别健康植物和患病植物之间的差异。
tell the difference between A and B 相当于tell A from B。如：I can't tell the difference between red and green.意思就是：I can't tell red from green. 注意difference一些动宾搭配: The twins are so alike, it's difficult to tell the difference. We've had our differences in the past, but we get on OK now. It doesn't make any difference to me whether you go or stay.

7. The problem with looking into space from the earth is that there is a lot of dust in the earth's air.
look into 观察，窥视, 如: I looked into the house but found nobody. 另外look into 还有“调查、研究”的意思, 如: The FBI promised to look into the matter.美国联邦调查局答应要调查这件事。
8. 掌握direction与介词的搭配：Tom glanced in her direction and their eyes met. / As shots rang out, the crowd ran screaming in all directions. / She went off in the opposite direction. 她往相反的方向走了。We study English under his direction. 我们在他的指导下学习英语。▲译: 你准备往哪个方向走？向北还是向南？
9. 掌握几个单词的用法: 
⑴ She mentioned to me that she had received your letter. 她曾向我提到过她收到了你的信。The teacher mentioned several useful books. 教师提到了几本有用的书。I am surprised that there is no mention of the accident in the newspaper. 我感到很奇怪，报纸上竟没有提到这次事故。掌握对话: "Thanks for the ride home!" "Don't mention it."

⑵ They have attempted a difficult task. 他们已经开始了一项艰难的工作。They attempted to finish the work within a month. 他们试图在一个月内完成这项工作。He made an attempt to pass the exam, but it was too difficult. 他试图通过考试，但考试太难了。This is my first attempt at English composition. 这是我第一次英语作文的尝试.

⑶ The bridge connects the two sides of the river. 桥把河的两岸连接起来。These islands are connected by telegraph. 这些岛屿用电报联系。connect sb/sth with:  They did not at first connect her with the crime. 他们开始的时候没有把她和犯罪联系起来。
高中英语第二册第15单元要点讲解

1. call on sb. 拜访; 去会见
I'll call on you when I am in America. 我到美国后会去拜访你。 错: call you on (但call you up) 类似词组有：drop in on sb. ；pay sb a visit 对比: He called at every house in the street once a month. 又: call on sb to do sth 号召: The UN has called on both sides to observe the ceasefire. 联合国号召双方遵守停火协议。
2. have a seat就座; 入座，请坐
have a seat相当于短语sit down或take a seat。Some took seats and began working.有些人坐了下来，开始工作。take a seat 及sit down 既可用于直接引语，也可用于间接引语，但have a seat 只用于直接引语。I walked into the room and sat down ( took a seat ). 不能说: I walked into the room and had a seat. 
3.pay … a visit 参观
pay a visit to sb/ some place访问某人/某地，The president will pay a friendly visit to Shanghai next week.
4.in silence 沉默地; 一言不发地; 不声不响地
in silence相当于silently：She watched him in silence. 她一言不发地看着他。He lay in bed, thinking in silence. 他躺在床上，静静地沉思着。类似地词组还有in peace平静地； in order 井然有序地； in surprise 吃惊地；▲译：父亲喜欢静静地听音乐。
5．again and again再三地；反复地
等于over and over, 如: She said that sentence again and again. 她反复地说着那句话。 ▲译：不要一再犯同样地错误了。
1. It’s time I went and picked up my little girl from school.
It is time...后面的定语从句常用虚拟语气(过去时), 而主句中的动词则是现在时, 相当于 It's time for sb. to do sth.. 如: It is high time (that) we left. 我们真该走了。▲译：现在是我们开会的时间了。
2. Her uncle seemed to be acting rather strangely towards her. 
seem 加不定式的进行形式，表示动作(一直)在进行。She seems to be sleeping. 她看上去在睡觉。It seemed to be raining all day yesterday. 昨天似乎下了一整天雨。▲译：人群中似乎有几个人在打架。
3. There is no doubt about it. 这是肯定无疑的。
此句相当于“I have no doubt about it.”或“I am sure of it.”She is an honest girl. There is no doubt about it. 她是一诚实的女孩，这是肯定无疑的。doubt后还可跟that 引导的从句。There is no doubt that you will be warmly welcomed.
1．He is here on a visit from Guangzhou. 
on在这里是介词，表示“在从事……之中，处于……情况下”, 如: These officers are on leave.
这些军官在休假。He went to Hong Kong on business. 他到香港出差去了。类似的短语还有: on fire着火; on show/exhibition在展出; on holiday在度假。
2. I’ve got some personal affairs that I have to see to. 我还有些个人的事得去料理一下。
词组see to: 注意，留意；关照(to deal with something or do something for someone): We'll have to see to that window - the glass's broken. You should get that tooth seen to by a dentist. Will you see to it that this letter gets mailed today?
3. I meant to tell you yesterday, but you were not in the office.
mean to do something本来，意欲, 如: What does he mean to do? 他想干什么？I meant to give you this book today, but I forgot. 在掌握几个mean句子: I mean what I say. 我说到做到。My friends mean a lot to me. 我的朋友对我来说非常重要。He means you no harm. 他无意伤害你。What do you mean by saying that? ▲译：我们本来是想早来的,但火车晚点了。
4. I'll make a note of that. 我把它记下来。
make a note of sth (= write something down so that you can look at it later): I made a note of her address and phone number. 
5. I dare say my uncle will. 
dare既可以是情态动词,也可以做实义动词。情态动词: I dare not go there.我不敢去那儿。Dare you ask him? 你敢问他吗？实义动词: I don't dare to go there. Do you dare to ask him? ▲译：我不知道她是否敢试一试。
6. I can see it fastened to a nail next to the hole in the wall, but it is not fastened to that wire. 我看到绳子是系在洞口旁边的钉子上，而不是系在那根铁丝上。
词组: next to邻近: He lives in the house next to mine. 他住在我的隔壁。注意区分 see …doing/done: I saw her opening the door. I saw the door opened. You can see a lot of problems settled in this way.
7. The room had little furniture.
Furniture是集合名词,不可数: a piece of furniture/ a lot of furniture 又如: This old Chinese square table is a very valuable piece of furniture. 这张旧的中国八仙桌是一件很珍贵的家具。
8. There was also a gun and a thin piece of rope with the end tied in a circle. 
with+ n.+ed分词构成一个复合结构，其中的名词end 与过去分词tied在逻辑上有动宾关系。With his homework finished, he began to watch TV. 他做完了作业，就开始看电视。区分with+ n.+现在分词: With the boy leading the way, we had little difficulty in finding her house. ▲译：飓风过后，我看到了许多屋顶被刮掉了的房子。
9. Dr Watson and I will spend the night locked in your room. 我和华生医生就锁在你的房间里过夜。
locked过去分词短语作方式状语。He walked into the office, followed by two guards. 他走进办公室，后面跟了两个卫兵。▲译：那位老人由他儿子惨扶着站了起来。
10.The young lady rushed into the room immediately she heard the noise.
immediately 在这里用作连词，意思是 as soon as, 主要用于英国英语中。如: I came immediately I had finished my dinner. 我一吃完就来了。▲译：时钟一敲12点我就离开了。
12. You were supposed to die like that. 
be supposed to 的意思是“应该；被期望”。 如: You are supposed to be here before 8:30 every day. 你应该每天八点半以前来这里。We were supposed to be here at eight. But we are late. ▲ 译：她本应该当一名医生。
13.掌握几个单词的用法：
⑴Immediately Holmes jumped up from the bed and struck a match. strike在本句中做“擦(火柴)，点(火)”。strike还可作“打、敲、击；(灾害、疾病)突然袭击；（气味）扑鼻”的意思: He struck the man with a stick.他用棒子打那个人。A stone struck him on the head.一块石头击中了他的头部。Strike while the iron is hot. 趁热打铁。The clock has just struck four. 钟刚敲过四点。 A very big earthquake struck that country many years ago.  An acid smell struck my nose.酸味扑鼻。
⑵I called to you that the conference has been delayed until the 15th and 16th. 掌握delay的用法: 拖延；耽搁 vi. (to wait until a later time to do something) He delayed (for) two hours and missed the train. 推迟(某事)” vt. (to make someone or something late) 后接名词或-ing分词, 如: We must delay our journey until the weather goes better. 我们务必推迟旅行，等天气好转再说。The plane was badly delayed by fog. 也可用作名词: I’m sorry for the delay. The doctors operated on her without delay.
过去分词作状语和定语
Well known for his expert advice, he was able to help a great number of people with their personal affairs. 他在探案方面的足智多谋是广为人知的，他能够帮助许多人解决他们的私人事务。
known for his expert advice这是一个过去分词短语，在句子中做状语，相当于：As he was well known for  his expert advice. 
过去分词短语用作状语，修饰谓语，可以表示原因，时间，条件，分别相当于一个表示原因，时间，条件的状语从句。如：
Born into a poor family（= As he was born into a poor family,），he couldn't go to the school. 由于出生于贫苦家庭，他没能上学。
Seen from space, the earth looks blue. 从太空望去，地球看上去是蓝色的。
Led by the Party, the people have improved their living conditions greatly.
Given more time, we could do it much better.
过去分词作定语,多放在所修饰的名词之前,如：a lost child / fallen leaves / the changed conditions过去分词短语作定语，常放在所修饰的名词之后，如：the people trapped in the big fire / the languages spoken in Canada
高中英语第二册第16单元要点讲解

1. do well in
do well in= be good at: 擅长于；做得好。He did well in the exam. 他考试考得好。 He’s doing well in the navy. 他在海军里干得很出色。
2. make up one's mind下决心
其中的mind为可数名词。 在make up one's mind的后面通常可跟不定式复合结构，when/ what/how to do等。如：He hasn't made up his mind when to start.他还没有决定什么时候出发。They made up their mind that they would buy a new house once Larry changed jobs. ▲译：是我们下决心的时候了。
3. come up抬头；上升
The sun has come up. 太阳以经升上来了。译: Why don't you come up to New York for the weekend? Come up to the front of the room so everyone can see you. The sun was coming up by the time I finished the duty. 
4. make up 组成
常用被动语态: The whole book is made up of these three stories.(= These three stories make up the whole book.)  A machine is made up of many different parts. 机器是由许多不同的零件构成的。▲译： 上衣和裤子组成套装。
5. on (the ) average 平均起来
通常作状语: On average she receives 5 letters each day.  The price of apples is about four yuan per kg on average. 苹果的价格平均每公斤4元左右。
6. at a time每次；一次，
Don't try to do everything at once; take it a bit at a time. 不要什么事情都一块干，要一次做一点。 对比: at one time一度；从前，如：At one time I used to do exercises every morning. 我有一段时间每天早上进行锻炼。 at the time在那时；在那段时间里，如：I agreed at the time but later I changed my mind. 我当时同意了，可后来又改变了主意。at any time 随时: You may use my library at any time. 你任何时候都可以用我的书房。at times 有时；偶尔: At times I go out to the beach. 有时候我到海滩去。
7. beg one’s pardon
⑴used when politely saying sorry because you have just made a mistake: I do beg your pardon, I thought you were someone else. ⑵ used to politely ask someone to repeat something because you did not hear it: "Beg pardon, I didn't quite catch your meaning. "
1. I wish I could go to the seaside today. 
在wish 后面的宾语从句中，谓语动词用过去时，是虚拟语气，表示与现在的事实相反，或者难以实现。I wish the weather were better. 我希望天气会更好一些。 I wish I were a bird. I wish the air were not so polluted around here. 
对比: I wish I knew the answer. (But I don’t know the answer)
I wish I had known the answer. (But I didn’t.)
1.Take a deep breath and I’ll time you.
take a deep breath 深呼吸 相当于breathe deeply 如: He took a deep breath and jumped into the river. 他深深地吸了口气，跳进河中。我们还有hold one’s breath屏息；catch one’s breath松一口气等。
句中的time是动词,测定……的时间；记录……的时间: I timed him the 5000 meter race at the sports meet. 运动会上，我为他的五千米计时。time还可作“安排”解: He timed his journey so that he could arrive at the hotel before dark. 他安排好他旅程，以便能在天黑以前到达饭店。
2. Most of the oceans contain 35 parts of salt per thousand parts of water. That is 3.5% by weight.That is 3.5% by weight. 大多数海洋每一千份水中含35份盐，按重量计就是3.5%。
掌握介词by按照；依照: This kind of oil is sold by weight.  I’m paid by the hour.
3. The surface water is warm, and it can reach up to 25°c or even 29°c. 
reach up to 高达，On one wall there is a bookcase that reaches up to the ceiling. 注意reach 的其他用法。Your letter reached me this morning. His farmland reaches to the river. I will reach him by telephone. He reached out his hand for a piece of a cake.
4. How does sea water stay clean? 海水是怎样保持清洁的呢？
这里stay是持续不变；保持的意思: The weather stays fine. 天气继续放晴。How can you stay so cool, calm and collected after such a hot argument? 这样一场激烈的争论过后,你怎么还能保持如此心平气和,镇静自若?
5. The squid lives in the dark at a great depth at the bottom of the ocean. 鱿鱼生活在海底深部的黑暗处，它可以长到15米长。

What prevented you from joining us last night? 昨天晚上什么事使你不能参加我们的晚会? We were prevented by heavy smog from seeing anything. 浓雾使我们看不到任何东西。
2. look forward to 盼望；期待
We are all looking forward to our holiday. 我们都盼望着假期。I'm looking forward to seeing you this summer vacation. 我盼望今年暑假见到你。The boy is looking forward to being given a birthday present.
3. end up  结束
The meeting ended up with the singing of The Internationale. 会议最后以唱《国际歌》而结束。 We ended the dinner up with fruit and tea. 我们以水果和茶结束宴会。We were going to go out, but ended up watching television.
4. as a matter of fact  事实上；实际上
In fact; actually: She doesn't like him much — as a matter of fact I think she hates him! 她不很喜欢他；事实上，我认为她恨他！--- I didn't think you'd mind me using your office.  --- Well, as a matter of fact, I do mind.
5. as though / as if 好象, 仿佛 
She spoke to me as though she knew me. 她和我说话的神情，好像她早就认识我似的。The animal was walking as though it had hurt its leg. 这动物走路的样子好像伤了腿似的。The lights were on and cigarettes still burned in the ashtray, as though everyone had left in a hurry.
6. at the latest  最迟  (区分: at least)
no later than the time mentioned: You should have it done by Tuesday at the latest. 你最迟得在星期二完成。I should be back by 11 o'clock at the latest. 
7. in need of  需要
They are in need of food, food is a necessity for all living things. 他们需要食物, 食物对一切生物是必不可少的。A friend in need is a friend indeed. 患难之交才是真正的朋友。Many of the soldiers were in great need of medical treatment.
1. Not only does he have to type out the answer on a computer, but he also gets the computer to translate it into sounds. 他不仅要把答语打在电子计算机上，而且还要让计算机把答语转变成声音。
当not only… but also…连接两个句子且置于句首时，not only后面的分句要用倒装语序: Not only did we hear it, but we saw it. 我们不仅听到了，而且也看到了。 Not only do disabled people read, write, draw pictures, paint and cook, but they also study, go to university, take exams and have jobs. 许多坐轮椅的人体育运动很出色。残疾人不仅能阅读、写作、绘画、油漆和烹调，而且还能学习、上大学、参加考试和工作。
2. In a lecture hall of a university in England sits a professor.

1. Hopefully tomorrow will turn out fine. 希望明天是个好天。
hopefully的意思是 it is hoped that…如：Hopefully our guests will be here by 8:00. 希望客人在8点以前来这儿。It is hoped that we will finish the work on Monday.希望我们会在星期一完成工作。turn out 相当于 prove to be 证明是 be in the end 结果是, 如: Everything turned out all right. 结果一切都很顺利。That person we met turned out to be Maria's second cousin. 还可接从句: It turned out that the message sent him was not correct. 结果是发到他那儿的信息是不对的。
2. I've always dreamt of coming to China, and now my dream has come true. 我做梦都想到中国来，而现在我的梦想成真了.
dream of 梦想…: I dream of having a house of my own.我梦想拥有一座自己的房屋。I dream of being the best footballer in the town. 我梦想成为全城最好的足球队员。come true 变为现实, 被实现: I wish my dream will come true one day. 我希望有一天我的梦想成真。

1. The guards couldn't have been watching very carefully. 警卫不可能一直认真地查看。
表示对已经发生的事情进行推测: might /could /must + 完成时，如: He could have swept the floor. 他可能已经扫干净地了。You must have been mad to speak to the servant! She might have called for help. 你准是疯了，竟跟这个仆人说话。她可能会大喊救命的。It must have been very interesting! 那肯定很有趣！You were so stupid to try climbing the tree; you might have killed yourself. 你想爬那棵树真是愚蠢，你可能会被摔死的。否定句常用couldn’t:  It couldn't have been raining all night yesterday.

When can we get together? 我们什么时候聚会？Get yourself together. 振作起来！It's ages since I got together with them for a drink. 掌握名词get-together聚会，联欢会: They held a family get-together last month.
3. have a word with  说几句话
(=have a short conversation) I would like a word with you. Are you free now? 我想和你说句话，你有时间吗？We managed to have a quick word before the others arrived. 区分: have words 吵嘴；争论
4. connect … with …  将...连起来；和...有关
Please connect me with Beijing University. 请给我接北京大学。They did not at first connect her with the crime. 他们开始时并没有把她和犯罪联系起来。
5. in other words  换句话说
相当于that is to say：This kind of phone is cordless, in other words, it has no cords or wires. 这种电话是“无绳的”，换句话说，电话上没有导线。In other words, you can walk to a distant part of the office or factory to check the information without putting the phone down. 换句话说，你可以走到远离办公室或工厂的地方去核查资料，而无需把电话机放下。

the problem with … 是常用的结构: the problem with smoking 吸烟带来的问题; The problem with rubbish is very serious. （有关）垃圾问题很严重。

lately意思是recently，作“近来”解，句子的谓语动词常用完成时，如: I haven't seen him lately.

10. You can record up to 20 different names with their telephone numbers on this kind of phone. 在这种电话机上你可以录下20个不同的姓名和他们的电话号码。
up to是“直到……，达到……”的意思，表示截止到什么数量或时间为止。例如：up to this time 直到此刻。up to常在表示时间的句子中，如：The family had lived in this house up to the 19th century. 这家族在这栋房屋中一直住到19世纪。up to还可以表示物理位置上的“直到”，例如：The snow came up to my knees. 雪集到了我的膝盖。
名词性从句包括主语从句、宾语从句、表语从句和同位语从句。有几点要注意：
⑴that在句首不可省去: That he will come and help you is certain. 他来帮助你是确实无疑的。
⑵主语从句表语从句和同位语从句中只能用whether不可用if : He must answer the question whether he agrees to it or not. 他必须回答他是否同意此事这样一个问题。
⑶主语从句放在句首，句子常显得笨重，因此一般把它移到句子后面，前面用引导词“it”来作形式主语: It is known to us how he became a writer. 我们都知道他是如何成为一名作家的。
⑷whether常与or not连用，不能用if代替, 另外作介词宾语要用whether不能用if: Everything depends on whether we have enough money. 一切要看我们是否有足够的钱。
⑸同位语从句注意与定语从句区别，同位语从句对前一名词做补充说明，that在从句中无语法位置，而定语从句所修饰词在从句中占一语法位置：The idea that one can do the work without thinking is wrong．(同位语从句)The idea that you put forward at the meeting is wrong．(定语从句)

I insist on telling him how great you were. 我一定要告诉他你是多么了不起。I insist on his coming.我坚持要他来。She insists on my going with her.她坚决要我陪她一起去。
3. help … out  帮助某人坚决困难
Tom helps out in the store after school. 汤姆放学后帮店里做事。I've often helped Bob out when he's been in difficulties. 当鲍勃有困难时，我经常帮忙。
4. play a trick on …  捉弄 …
The children played a trick on their teacher. 孩子们捉弄了他们的老师。
动词trick常与into连用, 表示欺骗；坑人: He tricked me into giving him the money. 他哄骗我给了他钱。
I wish you every success in the future. 祝你未来一切成功。
I wish you + 名词/形容词，是用来表示“祝愿”的交际用语，常用在比较正式的场合。如：I wish you a pleasant journey. 祝你旅途愉快！ I wish you all the happiness. 祝你幸福。 I wish you success/luck/victory. 祝你成功/好运/胜利。 I wish you happy. 祝你快乐。
我们可以用I hope加一个宾语从句来表示同样的意思。如：I hope (that) you have a good journey. 祝你旅途愉快。 但是如果用I wish加that引导的宾语从句则表达一种虚拟，是一种愿望，很有可能无法实现，后面要用虚拟语气。如：I wish you could fly back to me! 但愿你能飞回到我身边！ I wish you had told me earlier. 你要是早点告诉我就好了。
1. I'm afraid I'm still not very good at it, though. 不过，恐怕我的汉语还是不够好。
It's hard work. I enjoy it, though. 这是件艰难的工作, 可是我还是喜欢它。I've a bit of headache. It's nothing much, though. 我有一点头痛, 不过并不厉害。He said he would come, he didn't, though. 他说他要来, 可是他并没有来。

It's a pity that… 是表示遗憾的交际用语。这里的it是形式主语, 如: It's a pity that you didn't come. 很遗憾你没能来。It's a pity that you have to go so soon. 真遗憾你这么快就得走了。It was a pity that the weather was so bad. 天气这样恶劣, 真遗憾。
3. What a shame! 真遗憾！
= what a pity! 表示“遗憾”。What a shame +that从句 = It's a pity+ that从句。还可以跟不定式短语。如：---I can't go with you tomorrow.  ---What a shame! What a shame that you have to leave so soon! 你这么早就走，真是遗憾！What a shame to treat you like that!
那样对待你，真是太不象话了！掌握shame的其它用法: Have you no shame? 你没有羞耻感吗? When his teacher told his parents about his behavior, he felt great shame.当老师告诉他父母他的行为时，他感到非常羞愧。He hung his head in shame.他因羞愧而低头。
4. Mr Brain has just heard Zheng Jie playing the piano in a concert. 
hear sb doing sth表示听到某人正在做某事，强调动作正在发生；hear sb do sth表示听到某人做了某事，强调动作已经完成。如：I heard her sing.我听过她唱歌。(她唱过歌了) I heard her singing.我听到她在唱歌。(她正在唱歌) Last night he woke and heard the wind blowing. 昨晚我醒来，听到风在刮着。
5. Fortunately people want to come and hear me play, but I am getting very tired of travelling. 幸运的是，人们都想来听我演奏，但是我对旅行感到厌倦了。
be tired of sth 对……感到厌烦 = be no longer interested in，如：He is tired of living in the country. 住在乡下他已经感到厌倦了。I'm tired of the same food for breakfast every morning. 每天早上吃同样的食物，我已经感到厌倦了。Stop talking, please. I'm tired of your conversation.别说了，我讨厌你们的谈话。
6. It will be open to children with disabilities. 这所学校要对残疾儿童开放。
be open to sb 为谁开办，如：a school opened to the adults 成人学校；a library opened to students 为学生开的图书馆。The town gardens must be open to the public free of charge.
城里的花园应该对公众免费开放。我们还学过The new road will soon be opened to traffic.这条新马路不久就可通车。
7. None of the banks I spoke to were interested. 我去找过的银行中没有一家感兴趣。
none of...词组，表示“在……中没有一个（人、物）”。当这个词做主语时，后面的谓语动词既可以用单数，也可以用复数。但侧重表示“所有的人/物都不……”，即一个整体概念时，多用复数形式，而在表示“其中一个也不……”时，用单数形式更多些。例如：None of us are perfect. 我们大家都不是十全十美的。None of us is from Beijing. 我们这些人中没一个是北京人。None of the instruments are made in China. 这些乐器全都不是中国造的。None of the knowledge is valuable. 这种知识毫无价值。
8. You see, the school will be expensive to run and we shall need a lot of good teachers. 
经营学校、公司等机构常用动词run: run a school办学校; run a company办公司
9. If I continue to play a lot of concerts over the next five year, I may be able to start a small 　　　school. 如果在今后的五年内我连续举办一些音乐会，那么，我也许能够开办一个小型的学校。
start在这里作及物动词是“开始、创办事业”的意思。如：start one's journey 开始旅途；start work开始工作; start a business 创立事业; start a car 发动汽车
10. Could I drop in at your house after the concert, or would that be too late? 我可不可以在音乐会开完后去你家拜访？那会不会太晚了？
drop in 顺便来访,一般含有“没有事先通知，不速之客”的意思。drop in at…，拜访某家，drop in on sb.拜访某人：Uncle Tom often dropped in when he was in town. 汤姆叔叔来城里时常到我家来。Let's drop in at Mary's house. 咱们到玛丽家去看看吧！I'll drop in on my grandma this weekend. 这个周末我要去看看我奶奶。
11. Is he expecting you? 他是在等你吗？
本句expect表示“期待某人会来、某事会发生”。例如：I'II expect you for supper at six o 'clock sharp.我盼望你6点整来吃晚饭。I expect David home at 7 o'clock. 我期望大卫七点钟回家。虽然expect和wait for都有“等待”的含义，但expect主要指心理状态（it's a state of mind），有“期盼”的意思；而wait for则是一种行动（a real activity），指什么都不干，专门等待的意思如：expecting a telephone call 等电话; expects rain on Sunday 等待星期天下雨; The officer expected his men to do their duty. 军官期望他的部下尽职。
12. He just asked me to come round for supper. 他只是叫我过来吃晚饭。
come around 顺便到。如：Come around and see me this evening! 今晚来看看我！还可用come over：Would you like to come over? 你想过来吗？
13. Don't remind him. It was nothing. 不要向他提起这件事了。那是微不足道的。
remind后常跟of 短语remind sb of sth使某人想起某事。本句中的Don't remind him是Don't remind him of it的省略。例如：The play reminds me of the war years. 这个剧使我想起了战争年代。The photo reminded her of college days. 这张照片使她回想起了大学里的日子
remind还可以做“提醒”讲,后面可以跟名词、代词、不定式复合结构或跟宾语从句。例如：If I forget, please remind me. 要是我忘记了，请提醒我。Remind me to write to Mother. 提醒我给妈妈写信。
14. And you will have another supporter in me. 你还有另一个支持者，就是我。
in 在这里是“在…身上，在…上”，表示同一性（指supporter与me 是同一人）。如：You will always have a good friend in me. 我将永远是你的一位好朋友。
15. Let's drink to...是祝酒时的用语，介词to 后面跟名词，表示“为（某事）干杯”的意思，常用在不太正式的场合。比如: Let's drink to the health of Mr Brown. 让我们为布朗先生的健康干杯! Now, let's drink to the friendship between our two teams. 现在，为咱们两队的友谊，干杯！
