  否定句式：主语+be+not+过去分词+by…
  一般疑问式：be+主语+过去分词+by…
  特殊疑问式：特殊疑问词（不作主语）+be+主语+过去分词+by…
特殊疑问词（作主语）+be+过去分词+by…
3 使用被动语态时的注意事项

（1）及物动词能构成被动语态，不及物动词不能构成被动语态。

　Such book are written for children.(write为及物动词)

  Children sleep soundly.(sleep为不及物动词)

  注意：

1 有些及物动词或及物动词短语不能用于被动语态（多表示静态）常见的有：have, cost, lack, last, own, belong to, agree with, consist of等。

② 有些动词形式上是主动语态，但含有被动的意义。常见的有可和well, easily等副词联用的动词如：wash, write, read, clean, cook等，当它们用作不及物动词来描述朱育的特征时，常用主动形式表达被动意义。
