课文原句： ...，who died in unforgetable disaster．

译文：我叔叔死于一场难以忘怀的灾难中。

2．Attention. 词义为“注意，专心，留心，关心”。它可以构成动词短语pay attention to(注意),draw one’s attention(吸引某人的注意), turn one’s attention to（转移某人的注意）, attract one’s attention(吸引某人的注意), fix one’s attention on（将注意力集中在），stand at attention （立正站着）catch one’s attention(吸引某人的注意); focus one’s attention on（将注意力集中在）

课文原句：On the 24th of August in 79 AD，between two and three in the afternoon my mother drew my uncle's attention to a cloud of unusual size and shape．

译文：在公元79年8月24日下午2点至3点，我母亲让我叔叔注意不同寻常形状和大小的云。

课文原句：The sight of it awoke the scientist in my uncle to go and see it from closer at hand．

译文：这样的景象唤醒了我叔叔心中的科学灵感，敦促他走近火山去看个究竟。

1）What a sight she looks in that old dress! 她穿那件旧衣服看来是多么可笑！

2）Their first sight of land came after three days at sea.

（唤起某人的同情心）

[例句]

1)The noise awoke me at midnight．那声响在半夜把我吵醒。
2)They awoke to their dangers．他们发觉有危险。

6．Flee。意思是“躲避，远离；消逝，消失”，既可作及物动词也可作不及物动词，其过去式和过去分词形式为fled，fled。

课文原句： He hurried to a place from which others were fleeing，...

译文：他急匆匆地去了一个其他人可以从此逃跑的地方，……

[例句]

1)The thief got over the wall and fled away．那贼越墙逃走了。

2)Time flees away without delay．时光飞逝，不滞留。

7．call for. 意思为“需要”，同时，它还可以作“救助；要求；号召”等意思讲。可用need, require, demand等来代替。

由call搭配的动词短语还有：call at(访问某地)call back(回电话)，call in(召集；请来)call on／up(号召；拜访某人)，call out(召集；大声叫喊)。

7．Arrival。是动词arrive的名词形式，意思为“到达，到来；来到”。

课文原句: Upon arrival my uncle hugged Pompy and tried to give him courage．

译文：一到达，我叔叔就抱住Pompy并且尽力给他勇气。

[例句]

1)Be sure and let me hear of your safe arrival．

一定要把你平安抵达的消息告诉我。

2)I shall stay here till she arrives．=I shall stay here till her arrival．

3）The arrival of the train was delayed. 那列火车晚点到达。

8．Calm。意思为“(使)镇静，平静，安静；平静的”。keep calm!（安静! 保持镇静!）

calm before the storm（暴风雨前的平静）calm down(使平息, 使平静)

[例句]

1)She did what she could to calm him．她尽力使他平静下来。

9．Bathe.意思为“洗澡；给洗澡”，既可作及物动词也可作不及物动词，同时，bath还可作名词，词义也为“洗澡”，其复数形式为baths。另外，bathe也可作动词和名词，意思都表示“沐浴，洗澡”；但两者有区别：当他们作动词时，bath是洗澡，bathe则指清洗身体某一部分，特别指用药水洗伤口，洗眼睛等，也指游泳，特别指到江河湖海去游泳。当两者作名词时，bath指在浴室中洗澡，bathe则指在江河湖海中洗澡或游泳。be bathed in sweat

(浑身大汗) be bathed in sunlight (为阳光所笼罩)

课文原句: He bathed and had dinner，...

译文：他洗了澡并吃了饭，……

[例句]

课文原句: You can pick out the important bits，for it is one thing to write a letter，another to write history，one thing to write to a friend，another to write for the public．

译文：你可以择要摘取，因为写信是一回事，写历史是另一回事，跟朋友通信是一回事，为公众撰稿又是另一回事。

[例句]
1)Can you pick the deer out from the heather？

11．knock about.意思是“漫游，闲逛，闲置”，由knock搭配的动词短语还有：knock down(撞倒)，knock...into(把……插进)knock out(摧毁，歼灭)，knock sb. on the head(打某人的头), knock one's head against the door(把头撞到门上), knock the wall down(把墙拆除)等等。

课文原句: There's some dirty weather knocking about．

译文：尘土卷上来了。

[讲解]句中的knock about的意思是“漫游，闲逛”，由knock搭配的动词短语还有：knock down(撞倒)，knock...into(把……插进)knock out(摧毁，歼灭)，等等。

[例句]

1)They often knock about(around)on weekends．他们经常在周末四处漫游。

2)Mary has knocked about in Beijing for three years．玛丽在北京漫游了三年。

13．Scare。词义为“惊吓，害怕”，既可作及物动词，也可作不及物动词，其形容词形式为scared，其后常接介词of。名词形式为scary. be scared to death(吓得要死) scare away [off](把...吓跑) scare into [out of] doing(吓得做[不敢做]某事)

课文原句:My friend said he was scared to death．

译文：我朋友说他害怕死亡。

20．do for sb./ sth.  意思是“破坏,  使…失败.” do for 还可译为“ 设法弄到” 常用于how , what 开头的疑问句中.

1) The spelling mistake in the exam did for him.考试中的拼写错误使他没考及格。

2) The factory will be done for it if capital can’t arrive in fifteen days. 
若资金不能在十五天内到位，工厂就完了。

【重要句型】

1. I saw the top of trees moving in circles，...

译文：我看见树尖来回摆动，……

[讲解]句中moving是动词move的现在分词形式，上句话中的谓语动词为saw，saw在英语中属于感官动词，moving在此句话中作宾补。也就是说，感官动词后接现在分词作宾补，表动作的进行，同时，感官动词后还可接动词原形作宾补，表过程。

[例句]

1)They saw the boys volleyball on the playground after school．

他们看见男孩子们放学后在操场上打排球。
2)We saw them walking across the road．

我们看见他们穿过那条马路。

能用于这个句型的动词还有 hear, listen to, watch, observe, notice, feel等。

2．It was very frightening，and destroyed most of the houses．

译文：台风非常可怕，并且毁坏了大部分房子。

[讲解]句中的frightening是frighten的现在分词形式，具有形容词的作用，同时frightened也具有形容词的作用，但两者有区别：frightening的主语是物，而frightened的主语是人。在英语中，除了这个词有这种用法，还有一些词也有这种用法，例如：interest的两个形容词interesting和interested，前者主语是物，后者主语是人；excite的两个形容词exciting和excited，前者主语是物，后者主语是人。还有tire(tiring，tired)，surprise(surprising，surprised)，encourage (encouraging, encouraged ), puzzle(puzzling, puzzled)等等。

[例句]

1) Mr. Smith，tired of the boring speech，started to read a novel．

史密斯先生，厌倦了这枯燥的演讲，开始看小说。

2) The news sounds very encouraging to all of the students.

[讲解]句中的Upon arrival的词义为“一到达，就”，相当于On arrival。and连接两个并列句，后面的句子省略了主语my uncle，省略是在英语语法中的一个必须掌握的知识点，省略主语就是其中的一种省略形式。

[例句]

1)He came late，and(he)apologized to the teacher．

他来晚了，并且向老师道歉了。

2)(You)open the door，please！请开门。

4. …but my uncle told them that the flames came from the homes of farmers who had left in a panic with the kitchen fires still on.

“with+n./pron.(宾语)+宾语补足语” 是独立主格结构，一般作状语。 其中的补足语可由分词、形容词、副词、介词短语等充当。

【实用语法】

Ellipsis省略：在有些英语句子中，某些成分被省略掉了，这样的句子称为省略句(Elliptical Sentences)。一般说来在上下文已经交待清楚的情况下，可以省略那些已经提到的或不言而喻的部分。

省略是避免重复、突出重要内容和使上下文紧密连接的一种语言手段。

省略可出现于简单句、并列复合句和主从复合句中。

一、常被省略的部分

1．省略主语

Beg your pardon？请再说一遍。(省略I)
Came on like this five minutes ago all of a sudden.( 省略 the wind)

Sounds like a good idea.听起来向一个好主意。（省略It）
2．省略谓语或谓语的一部分

He is a doctor and his wife a teacher．

他是医生，他妻子是老师。(省略is)

I will do the best I can．我将尽力而为。(省略do)
Reading is to him as football to other boys.他喜欢读书就像其他孩子喜欢足球一样。
All uranium atoms do not have the same atomic weight. Some of them weight 234 units, some (of them weigh) 235 units, and some (of them weigh) 238 units.

3．省略表语

表语的省略指的是：在主系表句子中，回答其问句时省略表语。这种省略已成固定格式，如果不省略反而不成句子习惯。There be句型的回答以及其反意问句的后半部分也要用省略式。

—Are you hungry？你饿吗？

—Yes，I am．(hungry)．我饿。

4．省略宾语

Every year thousands of tourists visit Pompeii, Italy. They see the sights that Pompeii is famous for ― its stadium (露天大型运动场) and theatres, its shops and restaurants. The tourists do not, however, see Pompeii’s people. They do not see them because Pompeii has no people. No one has lived in Pompeii for almost 2000 years. Once, Pompeii was a busy city of 22000 people. It lay at the foot of Mount Vesuvius, a grass-covered volcano (火山). Mount Vesuvius had not erupted for centuries, so the people of Pompeii felt safe. But they were not.

In August of AD 79, Mount Vesuvius erupted. The entire top of the mountain exploded, and a huge black cloud rose into the air. Soon stones and hot ash began to fall on Pompeii. When the eruption ended two days later, Pompeii was buried under 20 feet of stones and ashes. Almost all of its people were dead.

For centuries, Pompeii lay buried under stone and ash. Then, in the year 1861, an Italian scientist named Ginseppe began to uncover Pompeii. Slowly, carefully, Ginseppe and his men dug. The city looked almost the same as it had looked in AD 79. There were streets and fountains, houses and shops. There was a stadium with 20000 seats. Perhaps the most important of all, there were everyday objects, which tell us a great deal about the people who lived in Pompeii. Many glasses and jars had some dark blue colour in the bottom, so we know that the people of Pompeii liked wine. They liked bread, too; metal bread pans were in every bakery. In one bakery there were 81 round, flat loaves of bread ― a type of bread that is still sold in Italy today. Tiny boxes filled with a dark, shiny powder tell us that women liked to wear eye makeup.

Ginseppe has died, but his work continues. One-fourth has not been uncovered yet. Scientists are still digging, still making discoveries that draw the tourists to Pompeii.

Iqaluit, Canada---Many people think that icebergs（冰山）are big and frightening. They can sink ships and kill people. We don’t usually think that they can be useful. However, a company in Newfoundland, Canada, decided that they could make money by using icebergs.
